HANOVERTON— With a little over
two months remaining until the Nov.
5 election, the United Local adminis-
tration is working to clarify the per-
manent improvement levy residents
will see on the ballot.

The school board is pursuing a 3-
mill continuous permanent improve-
ment levy to generate $376,700
annually, to be used for projects that
extend the life of the item by five
years, such as boilers, windows and
roofs.

Following the board’s monthly
meeting last week, schools Superin-
tendent Steve Viscounte said if the
proposed levy passes, the board will
let expire the current five-year levy
that generates $167,000. As a result
taxes will increase less than it appears,
he said, with the net increase in

COLUMBIANA — The city is going
to borrow from the sewer fund to pay
for a new fire truck, and over the next
two years, that borrowing will not af-
fect sewer bills.

fund to another, there must be statutory authority to use the
money in the fund advancing the cash for the same purpose
for which the fund receiving the cash was established,” the
document stated.

The truck’s total cost is $585,432 and the fire levy fund al-
ready has enough for the $385,432 down payment.

The city was originally going to lease the remainder
through Community Leasing Partners, but opted to look else-
where after Blasdell said he didn’t approve of the contract
language.

Blasdell said what he didn’t agree with in the contract, and
the other similar contract, is a new practice by lenders to pro-
tect their interest payments from taxation, and that could po-
tentially be a liability to the city.

On Saturday he read aloud from an email sent to Willard
from Huntington Bank Leasing Agent Jill Murphy in which
she said the tax option could be removed to take the risk away
from the city, but that would mean an attorney would need to
be hired resulting in additional costs.

Council began looking at borrowing from the sewer fund
because it was the least costly option for financing the
$200,000.

Leasing through Huntington or another entity would be
about $9,000 plus interest, with that interest at a higher rate
than the interest paid to the sewer fund, according to Willard
and Finance Director Mike Harold.

Interest on the borrowing from the sewer fund was set in
the resolution at .35 percent for each year.

“We all know the interest rate is lower in the sewer fund,”
Councilman James King said.

He suggested they borrow only half of the $200,000.

“If we took $100,000 from the sewer fund and did a lease
for $100,000 we could pay that $100,000 in 12 months, not
24 months,” he said, noting that by cutting the cost in half the
interest would also be lower.

The leasing portion would be paid back the following year,
he added.

Blakeman liked that option, but Mayor David Spatholt and
Councilman Dick McBane pointed out it would drag the fi-
nancing out even longer and the truck is already waiting to be
delivered.

To go with King’s suggestion council would need to draft a
different resolution, enter into a contract with a leasing entity
and schedule another meeting to approve everything,
McBane said.

Fire Chief Rick Garrity said the company is awaiting pay-
ment after the truck is delivered.

King then hesitantly approved borrowing the full
$200,000 from the sewer fund.

“I'm going to vote the way I'm going to vote only because of
our fire department, not because of this ordinance. We
dropped the ball. We did things too late that we should have
done much earlier,” he said.

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Rep. John Lewis, D-Ga., the only
surviving speaker from the 1963 March
on Washington, railed against a recent
Supreme Court decision that effectively
erased a key anti-discrimination provi-
sion of the Voting Rights Act. Lewis
was a leader of a 1965 march, where
police beat and gassed marchers who
demanded access to voting booths.

"I gave a little blood on that bridge in
Selma, Ala., for the right to vote," he
said. "I am not going to stand by and let
the Supreme Court take the right to
vote away from us. You cannot stand
by. You cannot sit down. You've got to
stand up. Speak up, speak out and get
in the way."

Organizers expected about 100,000
people to participate in the event, the
precursor to the actual anniversary of
the Aug. 28, 1963, march that drew
some 250,000 to the National Mall and
ushered in the idea of massive, nonvio-
lent demonstrations.

Marchers began arriving early Satur-
day, many staking out their spots as the
sun rose in a clear sky over the Capitol.
By midday, tens of thousands had gath-
ered on the National Mall.

Lynda Chambers, 58, gave up a day's
pay to attend because her retail job
does not provide paid vacation. Even as
a 7-year-old at the time of the original

march, she felt alienated and deprived
of her rights. Remembering those feel-
ings, she said, she was compelled to
make the trip Saturday.

"I wanted to have some sort of con-
nection to what I have always known,
as far as being a black person," she said.

Longtime activist Al Sharpton, now a
MSNBC host, implored young black
men to respect women and reminded
them that two of the leading figures in
the civil rights movement of the 1960s
were women.

"Rosa Parks wasn't no ho," he said.
"And Fannie Lou Hamer wasn't no
bitch."

Speakers frequently mentioned per-
sistent high unemployment among
blacks, which is about twice that of
white Americans, and the acquittal of
George Zimmerman for the shooting
death of unarmed black teenager
Trayvon Martin in Florida. Along the
Mall, Martin's picture was nearly as
ubiquitous as King's.

Nancy Norman, of Seattle, said she
was disappointed more people who
look like her had not attended. She is
white.

But the 58-year-old she said she was
glad to hear climate change discussed
alongside voting rights.

"I'm the kind of person who thinks
all of those things are interconnected.
Climate change is at the top of my list,"
Norman said. "I don't think it's one we
can set aside for any other discussion.”

Those in attendance arrived in a

post-9/11 Washington that was very
different from the one civil rights lead-
ers visited in 1963.

Then, people crowded the steps of
the Lincoln Memorial and could get
close to King to hear his "I Have a
Dream" speech. Saturday's speakers
were also on the memorial's steps, but
metal barriers kept people away from
the reflecting pool and only a small
group of attendees was allowed near
the memorial Saturday.

There was a media area and VIP
seating. Everyone else had been pushed
back and watched and listened to the
speeches on big-screen televisions. Po-
lice were stationed atop the Lincoln
Memorial. After the speeches,
marchers walked from there, past the
King Memorial, then down the Na-
tional Mall to the Washington Monu-
ment, a distance of just over a mile.

On the day of the anniversary, Presi-
dent Barack Obama will speak from the
steps of the Lincoln Memorial. He will
be joined by former Presidents Bill
Clinton and Jimmy Carter. Churches
and groups have been asked to ring
bells at 3 p.m. Wednesday, marking the
exact time King spoke.

Joseph Lowery, who founded the
Southern Christian Leadership Confer-
ence along with King, urged the crowd
to continue working for King's ideals.

"We've come to Washington to com-
memorate," the 92-year-old civil rights
leader said, "and we're going home to
agitate."
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annual funds $200,000 instead of the
total listed on the ballot.

According to information provided
by Viscounte, the new levy ($376,700
annual) minus the current levy
($176,000 annual) marks an increase
of $200,000 in annual funds. Owners
of a $100,000 home will see a $65.11

annual increase in taxes.

But the ultimate goal is to add the
flexibility to borrow long-term for
larger projects, Viscounte said.

“It’s not a great increase (in annual
funds), but it affords us the ability to
take out long-term loans, which we
can’t do currently,” he said. “It gives us
an option to address needs that right
now we can’t (meet).”

Viscounte said the administration
and school board are looking at proj-
ects that include energy-efficient win-

dow replacements (four years to re-
place), bus purchases (two per year for
six years), online textbooks, roof re-
placement, boiler replacement, tech-
nology upgrades and classroom
renovations— large expenses that will
require more funds to address them.
Permanent improvement money can-
not be used for salaries and benefits.

Viscounte also reminded residents
that the visitor bleachers at the stadium
had been condemned and had to be re-
placed.

meeting following the council meeting.
Fiscal Officer Tracey Wonner, who
serves as clerk, reminded them state
law requires 24-hour advance notice of
any meeting to the public and news
media.

Council President Roger Gallo sug-
gested they instead go behind closed
doors in executive session to discuss
Morenz’s idea, but Councilman Steve
Defilippo said this runs counter to the
practice of having committees consider
proposals and make recommendations

to council as a whole. The problem was
resolved when Morenz brought up his
suggestion before the entire council.

In other action, Eloise Traina of the
Family Recovery Center told council
she never heard back from the village,
which was supposed to decide a year
ago what to do about a drainage prob-
lem affecting the FRC. She is concerned
the problem will worsen with construc-
tion of a nearby apartment complex by
the Columbiana County Counseling
Center. Wonner said she would take to
the village’s engineering firm to find
out whatever became of its review of
the problem.

Resident Paul Preston also asked
what had been done about the vacant

home on Thomas Road that had been
stripped and left in dilapidated condi-
tion. Police Chief Mike Abraham said
he had yet to get around to taking ac-
tion but would send letters to the owner
and tenant warning them to clean up
the property or face being cited into
court. He later learned the owner re-
cently died.

Meanwhile, Abraham suggested the
village consider taking legal action to
raze the home by having it declared a
public nuisance and tacking the cost
onto the property taxes. Village Solici-
tor Virginia Barborak said she would
also check into whether the property
could be included under the county’s
housing demolition program.

US moves forces toward Syria, inquiry continues

WASHINGTON (AP) — U.S. intelli-
gence officials sought Saturday to de-
termine whether Syria's government
unleashed a deadly chemical weapons
attack on its people. At the same time,
the Obama administration prepared for
a possible military response by moving
naval forces closer to Syria.

Meeting on the issue Saturday with
his national security team, President
Barack Obama received a detailed re-
view of the range of options he has re-
quested for the U.S. and its
international partners to respond if the
fact-finding process concludes that Syr-
ian President Bashar Assad engaged in
deadly chemical warfare, the White
House said.

At the same time, Obama has em-
phasized that quick intervention in the
years-old Syrian civil war was problem-
atic because of the international con-
siderations that should precede a
military strike.

Obama discussed the situation in
Syria by telephone with British Prime

Minister David Cameron, the White
House said. It was Obama's first known
conversation with a foreign leader
about Syria since the reports this week
that hundreds of Syrians had been
killed by the alleged chemical attack in
a suburb of Damascus, the capital.

The White House said the two lead-
ers expressed "grave concern” about
the reported chemical weapons use,
which both of their countries oppose.

A statement from Cameron's office at
No. 10 Downing St. said the prime min-
ister and Obama are concerned by "in-
creasing signs" that this was "a
significant chemical weapons attack" by
the Syrian government against its peo-
ple. Obama and Cameron "reiterated
that significant use of chemical
weapons would merit a serious re-
sponse from the international commu-
nity," according to the statement.

Noting that the U.N. Security Council
has called for investigators to be
granted immediate access to the area,
Cameron's office said, "The fact that
President Assad has failed to co-oper-
ate with the U.N. suggests that the

regime has something to hide.?"

The Syrian government denies the
claims. It also has warned the U.S.
against taking military action, saying
such a step would set the Middle East
ablaze. To underscore the regional con-
cern about spillover effects of the Syr-
ian conflict, U.S. Gen. Martin Dempsey,
chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, is
attending a meeting starting Sunday in
Jordan with Mideast defense chiefs.

Pentagon press secretary George Lit-
tle said the meeting, co-hosted by the
U.S. Central Command, has been
planned since June. But Syria is high
on the agenda. Officials have said
Obama will decide how to respond once
the facts are known.

"In coordination with international
partners and mindful of the dozens of
contemporaneous witness accounts
and record of the symptoms of those
killed, the U.S. intelligence community
continues to gather facts to ascertain
what occurred," the White House said
after Obama's meeting, which included
Secretary of State John Kerry, Defense
Secretary Chuck Hagel and others.

Alleged Ohio

gang leader avoids
murder charge

CANTON (AP) — An aspiring rapper who prosecutors say
led one of the most notorious and violent street gangs in the
northeastern Ohio city of Canton has avoided facing a murder
charge in the shooting death of a teenager after agreeing to
plead guilty to other charges.

In a tense and emotional court hearing on Friday, 20-year-
old Lamuel Flowers pleaded guilty to complicity to felonious
assault, participating in a criminal gang, and gun and gang
specifications. In exchange, prosecutors dropped charges of
murder and felonious assault.

Flowers cursed at the judge in the case after he was sen-
tenced to 15 years in prison and the judge said the only way to
keep the community safe was to lock flowers up "in a cage like
an animal," according to the Canton Repository.

"As long as I'm judge in this court, there will be no early re-
lease if it's brought to my attention," Stark County Common
Pleas Judge Frank Forchione said.

When Flowers began cursing at him, Forchione ordered
him to be taken away immediately.

"This is my courtroom, not yours," the judge said.

The charges against Flowers stemmed from the April 2012
killing of 17-year-old Anthony Moore Jr., who died after he
was wounded in a shooting and left at a gas station. He was
not a gang member, prosecutors said.

Flowers' attorney, Wayne Graham, said his client was not
involved in the killing.

"Mr. Flowers has denied his involvement in those of-
fenses," he said. "And the resolution that was reached (Fri-
day) gave him the ability to maintain that position that he
didn't kill (Moore)."

He acknowledged that Flowers is a gang member.

Prosecutor Chryssa Hartnett called Flowers "an important
member in the gang world," and that "he's definitely viewed
as a leader" of a gang called Shorb Blocc, which led to extra
security both inside and outside of the courtroom for Friday's
hearing.

Prosecutor Dennis Barr said that he's certain Flowers killed
Moore, but struck the plea deal because some witnesses
might not show up for a trial out of fear and a reluctance to
testify. Another obstacle could be convincing a jury beyond a
reasonable doubt that Flowers was responsible for Moore's
death, he said.

Judge Forchione said he hesitated to accept the plea agree-
ment, but acknowledged some difficulties in trying the case
and told Flowers that he believes "it's in the best interest of
Stark County that you be lifted off the streets."

Moore's grandmother, Wanda McCollum-Dotson, spoke at
the hearing and blamed Flowers for her grandson's death.

"Guns in the hands of children only result in tragedy," she
said, then referred to the upcoming 50th anniversary of Mar-
tin Luther King Jr.'s march on Washington and his "I Have a
Dream" speech.

"What is your dream?" she asked Flowers. "Nobody dreams
about burying their children, and nobody dreams about going
to prison."

Flowers' mother, Angela Flowers, shouted outside the
courtroom that a Canton officer involved in the case set her
son up and that he didn't kill Moore.

Flowers was an aspiring rapper, filming high-quality videos
posted on YouTube and viewed by thousands. Some videos
show guns and reference gang life.

"Your 15 minutes of fame is over with as of today," For-
chione told Flowers at the hearing.

Soldier convicted of murder
for Fort Hood rampage

FORT HOOD, Texas (AP) — Maj. Nidal Hasan has been
convicted of premeditated murder for the 2009 shooting
rampage at Fort Hood. That means he’s now eligible for the
death penalty.

Military jurors found the Army psychiatrist guilty on Friday
for the attack that killed 13 people and injured more than 30
others at the Texas military base.

The trial now enters a penalty phase, where prosecutors
will ask jurors to sentence Hasan to death.

Hasan is acting as his own attorney. But he didn’t call wit-
nesses or testify, and he questioned only three of prosecutors’
nearly 90 witnesses.

Through media leaks and statements to the judge, the
American-born Muslim signaled that he believed the attack
was justified as a way to protect Islamic and Taliban leaders
from U.S. forces in Afghanistan and Iraq.

NJ man accused of shooting hawks

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) — A New Jersey man charged with re-
peatedly shooting protected hawks from his back door will be
freed on bail. Robert Losasso is being released on $10,000
bail. He was charged Friday with six counts of violating the
federal Migratory Bird Treaty Act. He’s accused of killing or
attempting to kill red-tailed hawks, sharp-shinned hawks,
red-shouldered hawks and Cooper’s hawks.

Losasso did not enter a plea. He has denied shooting the
birds to law enforcement. The federal public defender as-
signed to represent him refused to comment.

Losasso’s neighbors in Somers Point, N.J., had seen at least
40 dead or injured birds in the area over the past several
years.

Random attack
leaves WWI I
veteran dead

SPOKANE, Wash. — Delbert Belton survived the battle of
Okinawa, but he lost his life this week in the parking lot of an
Eagles Lodge in north Spokane.

Spokane police were still looking for one of two teens sus-
pected in the beating death of the 88-year-old World War IT
veteran.

Police believe the two 16-year-old boys approached Belton
in his car at random Wednesday night outside an Eagles
Lodge as he was waiting for a friend.

Officers found Belton with serious head injuries, and he
died in the hospital Thursday.

One of the teens surrendered to authorities Thursday night,
and he was being held on charges of robbery and first-degree
murder. His identity has not been released because he is a ju-
venile.

Police Chief Frank Straub identified the suspect still at
large Friday as Kenan D. Adams-Kinard. Even though he is a
juvenile, his name and photo were released because he re-
mains a danger to the community, Straub said.

The Associated Press doesn’t usually name juvenile sus-
pects but is identifying Adams-Kinard because of the man-
hunt.

“We are asking the community’s assistance to locate him,”
Straub said. “We are asking Mr. Kinard to surrender immedi-
ately.

“He displayed very aggressive and violent conduct with his
assault of Mr. Belton,” Straub said, adding that he believed
the arrest of the second suspect was imminent.

Both teens have juvenile court records and past convictions
for assault, Straub said.

Belton’s death has struck a chord nationally and sparked
outrage on social media.

“He fought for this country,” said Belton’s sister, Alberta
Tosh, on Friday. “Then he comes home and a couple of creeps
kill him in the worst way.”

Straub said there was no information that the attack was
motivated by anything other than robbery. Police were offer-
ing no details about the crime itself, including what was
taken, if anything.

“I don’t really care what their motive was,” Straub added.
“We are not going to tolerate this.” Such random attacks are
rare in Spokane, a city of 210,000 people in eastern Washing-
ton, Straub said.

Straub also offered his condolences to Belton’s family.

“He is a World War II veteran who suffered injuries in Oki-
nawa,” Straub said. “The Spokane Police Department has
been working tirelessly to identify and apprehend the sus-
pects.”

Belton was born and raised in Spokane and joined the
Army during World War II. His sister said he was shot in the
leg on Okinawa, site of one of the fiercest battles of the war in
1945.

“He was shell-shocked real bad,” said Tosh, 78. “But it got
better.”

After the war, he spent 33 years working for Kaiser Alu-
minum before retiring in 1982.

In retirement, Belton loved to dance, play pool and repair
old cars, family members said.

“He was very active and everybody liked him,” said niece
Pam Hansen. “He’d never think about harming another per-
son.”

Belton was called Shorty by his friends because he was little
more than 5 feet tall, Hansen said.

She believes he was targeted by the assailants because of
his age and size.

“He was defenseless,” Hansen said.

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Yosemite takes steps to profect sequoias from fire

GROVELAND, Calif. — As a
wildfire rages along the remote
northwest edge of Yosemite Na-
tional Park, officials cleared brush
and set sprinklers to protect two
groves of giant sequoias.

The iconic trees can resist fire,
but dry conditions and heavy
brush are forcing park officials to
take extra precautions in the
Tuolumne and Merced groves.
About three dozen of the giant
trees are affected.

“All of the plants and trees in
Yosemite are important, but the
giant sequoias are incredibly im-
portant both for what they are and
as symbols of the National Park
System,” said spokesman Scott
Gediman.

The trees grow naturally only on
the western slopes of the Sierra
Nevada and are among the largest
and oldest living things on earth.

The Tuolumne and Merced
groves in are in the north end of
the park near Crane Flat. While
the Rim Fire is still some distance
away, park employees and trail
crews are not taking any chances.

“We’re not looking at them as
any kind of immediate threat, but
we're taking precautions,” Gedi-
man said.

More than 5,500 homes are
threatened and four were de-
stroyed. Voluntary and mandatory
evacuations have been ordered.

The fire has been burning for a
week. The cause is under investiga-
tion. The fire held steady overnight
at nearly 200 square miles along
the park’s northern border, but a
spokesman for the California De-

partment of Forestry and Fire Pro-
tection says firefighters didn’t get
their usual reprieve from cooler
early morning temperatures Satur-
day.

“This morning we are starting to
see fire activity pick up earlier than
it has the last several days,” said
Cal Fire spokesman Daniel
Berlant. “Typically, it doesn’t really
heat up until early afternoon. We
could continue to see this fire burn
very rapidly today.”

The Rim Fire started in a remote
canyon of the Stanislaus National
Forest a week ago and is just 5 per-
cent contained.

The fire has grown so large and
is burning dry timber and brush
with such ferocity that it has cre-
ated its own weather pattern, mak-
ing it difficult to predict in which
direction it will move.

“As the smoke column builds up
it breaks down and collapses inside
of itself, sending downdrafts and
gusts that can go in any direction,”
Berlant said. “There’s a lot of po-
tential for this one to continue to
grow.”

The tourist mecca of Yosemite
Valley, the part of the park known
around the world for such sights as
the Half Dome and El Capitan rock
formations and waterfalls, re-
mained open, clear of smoke and
free from other signs of the fire
that remained about 20 miles
away. More than 2,600 firefighters
and a half dozen aircraft are bat-
tling the blaze.

The fire is burning toward the
Hetch Hetchy reservoir, where San
Francisco gets 85 percent of its
water and power for municipal
buildings, the international airport

and San Francisco General Hospi-
tal. Gov. Jerry Brown declared a
state of emergency because of the
threats.

Officials with the San Francisco
Public Utilities Commission are
running continuous tests on water
quality in the reservoir that is the
source of the city’s famously pure
water.

Deputy General Manager
Michael Carlin told The Associated
Press on Saturday that no prob-
lems from falling ash have been de-
tected.

“We've had other fires in the wa-
tershed and have procedures in
place,” he said.

The commission also shut two
hydro-electric stations fed by water

from the reservoir and cut power
to more than 12 miles of lines. The
city has been buying power on the
open market.

A four-mile stretch of State
Route 120, one of three entrances
into Yosemite on the west side re-
mains closed. Two other western
routes and an eastern route were
open.

68 dogs found after fire reported at NYC home

NEW YORK (AP) — Sixty-eight dogs have
been rescued from a blaze in a New York City
home. Fire officials say the fire in the two-
story house in Staten Island was reported on
Friday evening. It was extinguished in about
a half hour. No injuries were reported.

Officials say the owner of the single-family
home was a hoarder who collected small-

breed dogs as well as trash. Some of the ani-
mals were kept in a yard next to the house.

Richard Gentles of Animal Care & Control
of NYC says the dogs were removed to a shel-
ter. He says a medical team is evaluating
them and caring for them.

Fire marshals are investigating the cause
of the blaze.

3 dead, 2 wounded in Fla. truck company shootings

LAKE BUTLER, Fla. (AP) — A longtime
employee of a Florida trucking company
drove around Saturday shooting former co-
workers and his onetime boss, killing two
and wounding two, authorities said. The
gunman then killed himself.

Hubert Allen Jr., 72, shot the men at sev-
eral locations in and near the North Florida
community of Lake Butler, according to a
Union County Sheriff’s Office news release.

Authorities said Allen shot and killed for-
mer co-worker Rolando Gonzalez-Delgado,
28, around 9 a.m. then went a short distance
and shot his former employer, 80-year-old
Marvin Pritchett.

A few minutes later, he pulled over where
another former co-worker was driving a farm
tractor, exchanged words with him and then
fired one shot from a shotgun, authorities
said. That victim, 66-year-old Lewis Mabrey
Jr., was in good condition and receiving sur-
gery for a broken arm and other injuries.

Not long after that, Allen went to the com-
pany’s headquarters and shot 44-year-old
David Griffis in the stomach, the release said.
Griffis was in critical condition.

Authorities say Allen then returned to his
Lake Butler home and killed himself. He was
described as a longtime employee of the
trucking company.

Investigators were working at the five
shooting scenes late Saturday and interview-
ing witnesses and company employees. The
news release said they were working to deter-
mine a motive.

Messages seeking further comment from
the sheriff’s office wasn’t immediately re-
turned.

The trucking company’s website says it
employs 400 people and owns hundreds of
vehicles. It said Pritchett started the com-
pany in 1980, ten years after purchasing a
Florida timber business. The company’s
main number rang unanswered.

Order sought for Newtown gunman's school records

NEWTOWN, Conn. (AP) — Connecticut’s
attorney general wants a judge to order New-
town school officials to release the records of
the gunman who killed 26 people at an ele-
mentary school, including 20 first-grade stu-
dents.

Attorney General George Jepsen wants
Adam Lanza’s school records to be released
to the state child advocate office so its Child
Fatality Review Panel can examine the Dec.
14 attack. The panel reviews unexpected and
unexplained child fatalities.

The 20-year-old Lanza killed his mother at
their home, then killed 20 first-graders and
six educators at Sandy Hook Elementary
School before killing himself as police offi-
cers arrived.

The Child Advocate’s office first sought
Lanza’s school records in March, but New-
town school officials have not released the in-
formation.

District officials did not immediately re-
turn a phone message left Saturday.

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Churches changing bylaws after gay marriage ruling

NASHVILLE, Tenn. — Worried they could be sued by gay
couples, some churches are changing their bylaws to reflect
their view that the Bible allows only marriage between one
man and one woman.

Although there have been lawsuits against wedding indus-
try businesses that refuse to serve gay couples, attorneys pro-
moting the bylaw changes say they don’t know of any
lawsuits against churches.

Critics say the changes are unnecessary, but some
churches fear that it’s only a matter of time before one of
them is sued.

“I thought marriage was always between one man and one
woman, but the Supreme Court in a 5-4 decision said no,”
said Gregory S. Erwin, an attorney for the Louisiana Baptist
Convention, an association of Southern Baptist churches and
one several groups advising churches to change their bylaws.
“I think it’s better to be prepared because the law is chang-
ing. America is changing.”

In a June decision, the U.S. Supreme Court struck down a
provision of the federal Defense of Marriage Act that defined
marriage as between a man and a woman for purposes of
federal law. A second decision was more technical but essen-
tially ushered in legal gay marriage in California.

Kevin Snider is an attorney with the Pacific Justice Insti-
tute, a nonprofit legal defense group that specializes in con-
servative Christian issues. His organization released a model
marriage policy a few years ago in response to a statewide
gay marriage fight in California. Snider said some religious
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leaders have been threatened with lawsuits for declining to
perform same-sex wedding ceremonies.

Dean Inserra, head pastor of the 1,000-member City
Church Tallahassee, based in Florida, said he does not want
to be alarmist, but his church is looking into how best to ad-
dress the issue.

Inserra said he already has had to say no to gay friends
who wanted him to perform a wedding ceremony.

“We have some gay couples that attend our church. What
happens when they ask us to do their wedding?” Inserra
said. “What happens when we say no? Is it going to be
treated like a civil rights thing?”

Critics, including some gay Christian leaders, argue that
the changes amount to a solution looking for a problem.

“They seem to be under the impression that there is this
huge movement with the goal of forcing them to perform
ceremonies that violate their freedom of religion,” said Justin
Lee, executive director of the Gay Christian Network, a non-
profit that provides support for gay Christians and their
friends and families and encourages churches to be more
welcoming.

“If anyone tried to force a church to perform a ceremony
against their will, I would be the first person to stand up in
that church’s defense.”

Thirteen states and the District of Columbia now recognize
gay marriage.

Some Christian denominations, such as the United Church
of Christ, accept gay marriage. The Episcopal Church re-
cently approved a blessing for same-sex couples, but each
bishop must decide whether to allow the ceremony in his or

her local diocese.

The majority of Christian denominations, however, view
homosexual relationships as sinful. In more hierarchical de-
nominations, like the Roman Catholic Church or the United
Methodist Church, individual churches are bound by the
policies of the larger denomination. But nondenominational
churches and those loosely affiliated with more established
groups often individually decide how to address social issues
such as gay marriage.

Eric Rassbach is an attorney with the Becket Fund for Re-
ligious Liberty, a public interest legal group that defends the
free expression rights of all faiths. He said it is unlikely the
government would try to force a pastor to perform a same-
sex marriage, but churches that rent out their facilities to the
general public could face problems if they refuse to rent to
gay couples.

Although his organization has not advocated it, he said it
could strengthen a church’s legal position to adopt a state-
ment explaining its beliefs about marriage.

“A number of groups don’t have a written doctrine,” Rass-
bach said. “Say a group like the Primitive Baptists — they
don’t want a written-down credo, but the courts like written-
down things.”

Rassbach said it was important for churches to get their
beliefs in writing before a dispute arises, otherwise it can
look to a court as if something was done after the fact as an
attempt to cover up hostility to gays.

Airline Baptist Church Senior Pastor Chad Mills said
members of the public use their facilities in Bossier City, La.,
for many activities, including Zumba classes. In the past,
anyone who could pay the fee was allowed to reserve the
space. But recently, the church changed its rental policy to
allow wedding-related events only for male-female couples.

Some denominations are less concerned about the
Supreme Court rulings. The Assemblies of God, the group of
churches comprising the world’s largest Pentecostal denomi-
nation, sought legal advice after the rulings. An attorney for
the group distributed a memo to ministers saying there was
no reason to change their bylaws.

However, the memo also said that “doing so is not inap-
propriate, and may be warranted based on future rulings by
the Supreme Court and other state and federal courts.”

The bylaw changes are coming at a time when many
churches are wrestling with gay marriage in general and are
working hard to be more welcoming to gays and lesbians.

“It’s probably one of the most difficult issues our churches
are facing right now,” said Doug Anderson, a national coor-
dinator with the evangelical Vineyard Church. “It’s almost an
impossible situation to reconcile what’s going on in our cul-
ture, and our whole theology of welcoming and loving peo-
ple, versus what it says in the Bible.”

Ohio couple marks 75 years of marriage

CINCINNATTI (AP) — A southwestern Ohio couple cele-
brating their 75th wedding anniversary this month say the se-
cret to their happy relationship is never going to bed angry.

Ormond and Thelma Elam of Liberty Township have
shared their lives during the Great Depression, World War II
and the death of one of their three children.

The pair met in Mount Sterling in Kentucky while Thelma
was working in her family's garden and Ormond was groom-
ing his horse.

Thelma is now 93, and Ormond is 92. They say they never
go to bed angry.

After three-quarters of a century together, the pair have
nine grandchildren, 14 great-grandchildren and one great-
great-grandchild.

Their daughter, 66-year-old Sharon, tells The Cincinnati
Enquirer that her parents have "set the high standard by
which all five generations strive to live."

Army reservists hurt in NC bus wreck

MOORESVILLE, N.C. (AP) — A chartered bus carrying
U.S. Army reservists went off a road north of Charlotte and
overturned Friday, injuring at least 28 soldiers, one seriously,
authorities said.

The North Carolina Highway Patrol said the bus was carry-
ing 45 soldiers around 3 p.m. when it crashed in Mooresville,
which is about 25 miles north of Charlotte.

Police said the bus had slowed for turning traffic, slid to the
right and ran off N.C. 150. The bus toppled over onto its right
side and came to rest in front of a storage facility.

A statement from the highway patrol said one person was
airlifted from the scene with serious, non-life threatening in-
juries to Carolina Medical Center in Charlotte.

Sixteen other soldiers were transported with minor injuries
to Carolina Medical Center in nearby Huntersville, and at
least 11 soldiers were taken to two other hospitals, also with
minor injuries. The bus driver was not hurt, according to the
patrol.

The reservists are members of the Army’s 991st Trans-
portation Company, which is based in Salisbury.

Randleman-based Holiday Tours operated the bus. A com-
pany spokesman said the bus was one of two carrying re-
servists from Charlotte Douglas International Airport to
Salisbury. Another spokesman said the company is investigat-
ing the wreck.

Anthony Weiner involved in minor crash

NEW YORK (AP) — New York City mayoral candidate An-
thony Weiner has emerged unscathed from a minor car crash
on a busy Manhattan highway.

Weiner’s spokeswoman says the car he was riding in was
involved in a chain-reaction crash Saturday morning on the
FDR Drive, which runs along the borough’s east side.

It wasn’t immediately clear where Weiner was headed or if
he was on official business.

A Fire Department of New York spokeswoman says no one
was hurt in the crash. She says it happened near East 96th
Street.

Weiner is seeking the Democratic nomination for mayor.
The primary is Sept. 10.

Linda Ronstadt has Parkinson’s

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Linda Ronstadt says she suffers
from Parkinson’s disease, which has robbed her ability to
sing. The 67-year-old music legend tells AARP Magazine, in
an article posted online Friday, that she was diagnosed eight
months ago and “can’t sing a note.”

Ronstadt says she began to show symptoms as long as eight
years ago, but attributed her inability to sing then to a tick
disease. When her hands began to tremble, Ronstadt said she
thought the shaking was the result of a shoulder operation.

She said she was “completely shocked” when she finally
saw a neurologist and was diagnosed with Parkinson’s dis-
ease. “I wouldn’t have suspected that in a million, billion
years.

“No one can sing with Parkinson’s disease,” Ronstadt told
AARP music writer Alanna Nash. “No matter how hard you
try.”
Ronstadt sold tens of millions of records starting in the
1970s with pop hits like “You're No Good” and “When Will T
Be Loved.” But she also segued into country, pop standards
and mariachi music, among other genres.

In addition, the singer was known for her romances with
California Gov. Jerry Brown and filmmaker George Lucas.

Ronstadt now uses poles to walk on uneven ground and a
wheelchair when traveling, the AARP story said.

Sandusky victim: PSU should have stopped him

HARRISBURG, Pa. (AP) — Victims of convicted child abuser Jerry Sandusky
who have reached settlements with his former employer, Penn State University, ex-
press hitterness toward him and the school as university officials say they continue
to negotiate with others toward resolving their complaints.

At least eight of 31 claims of abuse by the school’s former assistant football
coach have been settled, their lawyers say. Among them were deals reached by
Sandusky's adopted son and a Sandusky victim key to longtime coach Joe Pa-
terno’s firing.

The men known in court documents as Victims 3, 7 and 10 released statements
Saturday through the lawyers, saying that although they are relieved the settle-
ment process is over for them, they won't get their childhoods back.

IndyCar drivers would welcome back J.P. Montoya

SONOMA, Calif, (AP) — If Juan Pablo Montoya returns to IndyCar next year, he'll
get awarm welcome from the drivers he'll have to beat.

Michael Andretti is looking for sponsors for an IndyCar ride for Montoya, who
is leaving Chip Ganassi's NASCAR team. Montoya says he hasn't decided where
he's going next, but several drivers at Sonoma Raceway think he belongs back in
American open-wheel racing, which left in 2001 for Formula One, followed by an
underwhelming foray into NASCAR.

"It would be nice to see him with a smile on his face,” said Dario Franchitti, a
longtime teammate who drives for Ganassi's IndyCar team.

Montoya spent the past seven years in NASCAR, winning just twice in 239 starts
with Ganassi teams. Yet the 37-year-old Colombian still is widely considered an
elite driving talent, and he had his best years in open-wheel racing.

Franchitti has been racing against Montoya since even before their days in CART
more than a decade ago, and the Scot has teamed with Montoya at the Rolex 24
Hours of Daytona.

“| think it would be great for the series, and | think it would be great for Juan
Pablo, if he wants to do it,” said Franchitti, who's on the pole for Sunday’s IndyCar
race in Northern California wine country.

“I know how good a driver he is,” Franchitti added. “I'd like to think, coming back
here, he would get his motivation back and put a smile on his face. | would love to
see it happen. He's definitely got the hunger, and | think he's at the stage of his life
and his career that he’s only going to do something that he wants and he can
enjoy.”

That something just might be IndyCar, which could use his talent and star power
— and Andretti is trying to make it happen for his former opponent.

Colts get defensive vs. Browns, 27-6

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — Indi-
anapolis may finally have the kind of
defense that can complement its of-
fense, and Andrew Luck likes it.

After throwing two touchdown
passes and watching the Colts’ sud-
denly dominant defense score its
own TD in Saturday night’s 27-6 vic-
tory over Cleveland, Luck explained
the best part of the night for him was
standing on the sideline as the Colts’
defense went to work.

“They’ve been opportunistic,
they've been getting their hands on
balls,” Luck said. “They were a pain
in the butt to go against in practice,
and it’s fun to see them play this way
out here.”

When coach Chuck Pagano took
the Colts job last year, he promised
to improve the usually maligned de-
fense. Now, the Colts are finally be-
ginning to show what they can do.

Over the last two weeks, Indy has
not allowed a touchdown. Before
leaving early in the third quarter Sat-
urday, the starting defense limited
Cleveland (2-1) to four first downs
and just three plays in Colts terri-
tory, one of those being a punt. They
forced two turnovers, including
Larry Asante’s late 48-yard intercep-
tion return for a score, and harassed
Browns quarterbacks all night long.

Cleveland never even made it into
the red zone.

“It’s very exciting to see guys hum-
ming around, having fun and getting
the job done at the same time,” five-
time Pro Bowler Robert Mathis said.

Saturday night’s performance also
was a drastic improvement over
what Colts fans witnessed in this
same venue two weeks ago, when
Buffalo’s rookie quarterbacks EJ
Manuel and Jeff Tuel dinked-and-
dunked their way to a 44-20 victory
that drew the ire of Irsay.

Of course in that game, most of
Indy’s starters exited before the end
of the first quarter.

Chiefs rally late, edge Steelers

PITTSBURGH (AP) — Pittsburgh’s Ben
Roethlisherger and Kansas City's Alex Smith
fought to a first-half draw and the Chiefs beat
the Steelers 26-20 in overtime on Saturday
night.

times for 20 yards.

He opened the game by taking

Tribe goes deep
vs. Twins, /-2

CLEVELAND (AP) — Carlos Santana and Jason Kip-
nis hit two-run homers, Zach McAllister won his third
straight start and the Cleveland Indians defeated the
Minnesota Twins 7-2 on Saturday night.

The win moved the Indians into third
place in the crowded American League
wild card race.

Santana’s two-run homer in the first got
the Indians off to a quick start. Kipnis,
who snapped an o for 19 skid with a first-

inning single, homered in the third. Both home runs
came off starter Liam Hendriks (0-2), who has lost 12 of

his 13 career decisions.

McAllister (77-7) allowed two runs in 77 1-3 innings.
Brian Dozier homered in the eighth and hit a sacrifice fly
in the third for Minnesota’s only success against the
right-hander, who has given up four earned runs in 19 2-
3 innings in his winning streak.

Nick Swisher added a two-run double in the fifth for
Cleveland, which won for only the second time in its last

nine home games.

Kipnis reached in the first on a two-out single and
scored when Santana homered to right. Kipnis’ homer
bounced off the roof of Minnesota’s bullpen in right field,
his first home run since July 21. Santana and Kipnis are
tied for the team lead with 16 homers.

Hendriks, who was recalled from Triple-A Rochester
to make the start, recorded his only career win at Pro-
gressive Field last season. The right-hander, a native of
Australia, didn’t get the same results this time, allowing

seven runs in 4 1-3 innings.

The Twins, who were 14-7 against the Indians since
last September going into the game, couldn’t muster any-
thing else against McAllister, who missed seven weeks
earlier in the season because of a sprained middle finger
on his pitching hand. He allowed two runs with seven
strikeouts in six innings of a 5-2 win at Minnesota on

Aug. 13.

The Indians, coming off a 6-3 road trip, looked flat in
Friday night’s 5-1 loss in which they managed only six
singles. Several Cleveland hitters have been struggling,
including Michael Brantley, who broke an o for 22 slump

with an RBI single in the fifth.

The Indians put the game away with the three-run
fifth, which included three hits and two walks. A single
by Drew Stubbs and a walk to Michael Bourn started the
rally. Both runners scored on Swisher’s double to right-
center. Hendriks was pulled one batter later. Anthony
Swarzak walked Santana before Swisher scored on

Brantley’s liner to left.

Hendriks was recalled to take the rotation spot of the
ineffective Kyle Gibson, who was sent to Rochester ear-
lier in the week. Hendriks’ only career win came against
the Indians on Sept. 19 of last season when he allowed
two runs in six innings in a 6-4 victory. That win snapped
a string of 17 starts without a victory, the third-longest
streak to begin a career in history.

The Twins announced before the game that catcher
Joe Mauer, who was placed on the concussion list Tues-
day, has been told by doctors to rest until early next

week.

NOTES: Twins OF Oswaldo Arcia (left wrist) returned
to action missing four games with a bone bruise. ... Indi-
ans manager Terry Francona said an MRI on OF Ryan
Raburn’s sore right calf came back clean.

US OPEN "13:

Murray aims

to defend first major title

NEW YORK — Andy Murray chuckled as
he explained the very best part about own-
ing a pair of Grand Slam titles, one from the
U.S. Open last year, the other from Wim-
bledon last month.

No more of
those nagging,
oft-repeated
queries — the
ones he heard
over and over

US OPEN

and over again.

“Not too much for me has changed. But
the one thing that’s been nice is that, literally
for five or six years, I did a press conference
before every tournament and after every
single match, and I got asked that question,
I'd say, 90 percent of the time: Why have
you never won Wimbledon? When are you
going to win Wimbledon? Why have you
not won a Grand Slam?” Murray said in an
interview with The Associated Press.

“So that’s the thing that, for me, has been
the nicest: Not having to answer that ques-
tion,” he added, standing outside the locker
rooms at Arthur Ashe Stadium, not far from
the oversized color picture and silver plaque
that commemorate his 2012 victory at
Flushing Meadows. “I can just play tennis
now and not have to worry about that any-
more.”

That’s right. When the year’s last major
tennis tournament begins on the U.S.
Open’s blue hard courts Monday, Murray
will have other concerns.

For example: What might it feel like to
successfully defend a Grand Slam champi-
onship? That’s something he’s never tried to
do before, of course.

Or how many of these can he win?

Or, really, will he even be able to win one
more?

Yes, for a guy who has accomplished so
much over the past 13 months, redefining
his career and place in the game, Murray
still sounds very much like someone har-
boring quite a bit of uncertainty. His success
at the U.S. Open in 2012 did, after all, make
him the first British man since Fred Perry in
1936 to win a Grand Slam title. His success
at Wimbledon in July, as everyone knows
by now, made him the first British man
since Perry 77 years ago to earn the singles
trophy at the All England Club. Toss in a
London Olympics gold medal, and it’s been
quite a run.

“He’s turned into a great player. He’s al-
ways been a good hitter of the ball, been a
great mover. I think mentally he’s a bit bet-
ter now,” 14-time major champion Pete
Sampras said recently. “Now he feels like he
belongs.”

Maybe. But Murray also remembers what
came before.

He remembers — and, much to his cha-
grin, there was a time when he frequently
was reminded of it by others — that he lost
each of the first four Grand Slam finals he
reached.

“I know how long it took me to win one
and how hard it is to win them. I know it’s
possible I may not win another one,” the 26-
year-old from Scotland said, his tone and fa-
cial expression earnest. “So I just want to
keep trying to put myself in position to win
Grand Slams and hopefully I can do the
same again here.”

Indeed, Murray anticipates some shaki-
ness at the start of the U.S. Open.

Instead of declaring that he will step on
court with the bravado of a defending cham-
pion, Murray wonders whether his play
might be affected in a bad way at the outset
of this U.S. Open because of what happened
a year ago.

“Depending on how the tournament goes,
at the start of the tournament, I expect to be
pretty nervous and feel maybe more pres-
sure than I have in some years,” he said.
“But then I would hope, if I can do well and
get through the first few rounds, that it
would actually give me confidence. Once I
get myself into the tournament, I may calm
down and actually start feeling more confi-
dent that I can win the event. Whereas be-
fore, it might have actually been the
opposite. I might have felt OK at the start,
and when I got closer to the end of the tour-
nament, felt more pressure and more
nerves and less confidence.”

The 2012 women’s champion, Serena
Williams, owns 16 Grand Slam titles, four at
the U.S. Open. Usually when she loses at a
major tournament, the sting sticks around
for a while.

That was the case with this year’s Wim-
bledon, where her 34-match winning streak
surprisingly ended with a fourth-round exit.

“I was obviously bothered. I wanted to do
better. I was disappointed. I'm still disap-
pointed,” Williams said, 7 1/2 weeks after
that setback. “But I had opportunities and I
didn’t take them in the match. I have to re-
alize that I have to just be better and learn
from the experience. It’s not the end of the
world. T can always do better and keep
growing.”

Asked what advice she might offer Mur-
ray about attempting to repeat as champion
at a Grand Slam tournament, the No. 1-
seeded Williams said: “For me, it’s not
about defending. It’s about: ‘This is the U.S
Open. I want to try to win this title.” Last
year was last year. Now it’s time to try to
have fun this year. That’s how I look at it.”

Murray is seeded No. 3, and the expecta-
tion is that he or one of the men ahead of

10 THINGS TO KNOW FOR US OPEN TENNIS

NEW YORK (AP) — A look at 10 of the top topics at
the U.S. Open, the hard-court Grand Slam tennis tourna-
ment that begins Monday and ends Sept. 9:

1. MURRAY'S FIRST DEFENSE: For the first time, Andy
Murray will be the defending champion at a Grand Slam
tournament — and he suspects he'll be more nervous
than usual in the early rounds. Will be intriguing to see if
that's true. His championship at the 2012 U.S. Open made
him the first man from Britain to win a major title since
Fred Perry in 1936. And last month, Murray ended
Britain’s 77-year wait for a male champion at Wimbledon.

2. RAFARETURNS: Rafael Nadal has gone through all
manner of ups and downs over the past two seasons, in-
cluding a seven-month absence because of knee trouble
— he missed two Grand Slam tournaments, including
last year's U.S. Open — plus two more French Opentitles
and two quick exits at Wimbledon. He's looked terrific
lately, improving to 15-0 on hard courts in 2013 by win-
ning the Montreal and Cincinnati tournaments this month.
He's back up to No. 2 in the rankings, behind only Novak
Djokovic, who has reached at least the semifinals in each
of his past six visits to Flushing Meadows.

3.FEDERER AT NO. 7: Roger Federer's 17 Grand Slam
titles include five at the U.S. Open. He was ranked No. 1
for more weeks than any man in history. He was seeded
No. 1 at 18 consecutive Grand Slam tournaments from
2004-08. And now? Well, he turned 32 this month, has fid-
dled around with a bigger racket, is coming off his earli-
est loss at a Grand Slam tournament in a decade, and is
seeded No. 7 at the U.S. Open. If he makes it to the quar-
terfinals, he'd face his nemesis, Nadal.

4. ANYONE OUTSIDE THE BIG 4?: The so-called Big 4
of Federer, Nadal, Djokovic and Murray have combined to
win 33 of the past 34 Grand Slam titles, a stretch that
began in 2005. Is there any chance anyone else breaks
through at this tournament? Any discussion of other con-
tenders must begin with the guy who kept it from being
34 of 34 — Juan Martin del Potro, the 6-foot-6 Argentine
with the booming forehand who surprised Federer in five
sets in the 2009 U.S. Open final. Another big hitter to keep
an eye on? No. 5 Tomas Berdych, the 2010 Wimbledon
runner-up, although consistency is not his strong suit.

b. THE AMERICAN MEN: Andy Roddick’s name might
very well be mentioned as much over the coming weeks
as Perry’s has been uttered at Wimbledon. This U.S. Open
is the 40th Grand Slam tournament since an American
man won a major title, Roddick's at Flushing Meadows
in 2003. Used to be unthinkable that the United States
would go a full decade without claiming one of tennis'
most prestigious titles. “The drought has been going on
for quite some time now,” John Isner noted. Earlier this
month, for the only time in the 40-year history of the ATP
computer rankings, zero U.S. men appeared in the top 20.

6. WILLIAMS TRIES TO MAKE [T TWO: For all Serena
Williams has accomplished, one tiny thing missing from
her resume is a successful title defense at the U.S. Open,
the site of a couple of her infamous meltdowns. She won
her fourth trophy at Flushing Meadows last year, edging
No. 2 Victoria Azarenka in a gripping three-set final. When
Williams is on, she's certainly the woman to beat. But
Azarenka believes she has a chance against Williams, a
rare quality on the women's tour; Azarenka won their final
at Cincinnati this month. Still, Williams is ranked No. 1,
which means she's seeded No. 1in New York — the last
time that happened was 2002, and she won the tourna-
ment.

7.WHO IS NOT HERE: Maria Sharapova surprisingly
withdrew the day before the draw, leaving the field with-
out a four-time Grand Slam champion and TV broad-
casters without one of the sport's top stars. Even more
surprising: Wimbledon champion Marion Bartoli isn't en-
tered in the U.S. Open, either, and it's because she sud-
denly announced her retirement this month at age 28.

8. YOUNG AMERICAN WOMEN: Sloane Stephens is
seeded 15th, and the sport's biggest stages bring out her
best tennis: She upset Williams en route to the Australian
Open semifinals, made it to the Wimbledon quarterfinals
before losing to eventual champion Bartoli, and got to the
second week at the French Open, too.

9. MONDAY, MONDAY: For the first time in the Open
era, which began in 1968, the year's last Grand Slam tour-
nament is scheduled to end on a Monday — a result of the
push by top players to provide a day of rest between the
men's semifinals and final, instead of the U.S. Open’s
long-standing Saturday-Sunday finish.

10. MONEY, MONEY, EVERYWHERE: Another result of
lobbying by top players is an increase in prize money at
Grand Slam tournaments — the U.S. Open is raising its
total payout about 35 percent in 2013, to more than $34
million. That includes $2.6 million each to the men’s and
women's singles champions. A player who loses in the
first round of singles will get $32,000.

him, No. 1 Novak Djokovic and No. 2 Rafael
Nadal, will hold the trophy after the final,
which is scheduled for Sept. 9. It’s the first
time since 1954 that the tournament is sup-
posed to end on a Monday (the men’s final
was played on a Monday each of the past
five years, but that was because of rain de-
lays).

That trio divvied up the season’s first
three Grand Slam titles, with Djokovic win-
ning his fourth at the Australian Open, and
Nadal his eighth at the French Open. They
also have split the past three U.S. Open titles
(Nadal won in 2010, Djokovic in 2011).

“You can’t really say who is the clear fa-
vorite, because it always goes down the wire
who is going to win it,” Djokovic said Satur-
day. “That’s the beauty of the sport. That’s
the beauty of the rivalries that we have at the
present moment.”

Kenseth holds
off Kahne to get
5th win of season

BRISTOL, Tenn. (AP) — Kasey Kahne
was fed up with all of Joe Gibbs Racing by
the time contact with Matt Kenseth ended
his race at Watkins Glen earlier this
month.

It was the fourth time a JGR driver had
wrecked him, and he took to Twitter to
voice his displeasure, posting: “Headed to
Joe Gibbs Racing to talk to whoever will
come out front.”

But when he had his chance Saturday
night to right all of those wrongs, Kahne
passed.

A clean racer to his core, he trailed
Kenseth for a dozen laps around Bristol
Motor Speedway, trying every which way
possible to pass him without wrecking him
and failing miserably. The result was
Kenseth grabbing his Sprint Cup Series
leading fifth win of the season, while
Kahne settled for a disappointing second.

“I don’t know,” sighed Kahne. “Tjust ... I
think at the end of the day, I just don’t
wreck people.”

It’s the third time this season Kahne has
finished second behind Kenseth, who on
Saturday night clinched at least a wild card
berth in the Chase for the Sprint Cup
championship.

Kahne, meanwhile, is still hoping just to
make it into the Chase. With two wins on
the year he’s in pretty good shape, but he’s
only eighth in the standings with two races
remaining to set the 12 driver field.

After Kahne passed Juan Pablo Montoya
for second he set his sights on Kenseth and
tried numerous times over the final dozen
laps to make the pass, but never could
make it stick. He went for the bump and
run on the last lap and missed, and has to
settle for second.

“T had a better car. I just couldn’t clear
him,” Kahne said. “There was a couple
shots I took, and I had to have been close,
but I could feel him on the right side of my
car, and I just didn’t clear him. I didn’t fig-
ure out how to get by. It’s disappointing
not to win here. I thought we had the best
car the last 200 laps, and it was a lot of
work.”

Montoya, who learned two weeks ago he
won’t be brought back to Chip Ganassi
Racing next season, was third.

A Minton majolica centerpiece was
auctioned in May 2013 as an "ice
stand." Minton & Polson was estab-
lished in 1793 in Stoke-on-Trent,
Staffordshire, England. The company
started making majolica in about 1850.
Some of these early pieces, marked
"Minton," inspired majolica made after
1873, when the company often used
the mark "Mintons." Ice stands were
pictured in the company's 1851 catalog.
They were tall pieces meant to be used
as spectacular centerpieces on a dining
table. Each was a tall pedestal with a
vase or dish-shaped piece at the top, a
large "stem" and a group of small
bowls or plates surrounding the
pedestal, sometimes at two levels. The
stands held ice or ice shavings and
sauces for dessert. But as one expert
has said, they were "more ornamental
than functional." An 1865 Minton ice
stand decorated with stag heads,
wolves and pine cones sold for $8,610
at a May 2013 Neal auction in New Or-
leans.

Q: For years my family has owned
an antique spool bed (the kind with
spool-turned head and foot boards).
Everyone always called it a "Jenny
Lind bed." Please tell me why.

A: Jenny Lind (1820-1887) was a
world-famous opera singer known as
the "Swedish Nightingale." She became
a huge celebrity in the United States
when she toured here in 1850-'52 at
the invitation of P.T. Barnum, a master
promoter. American advertisers used
her to promote everything from hats
and gloves to pianos and beds. Lind is
said to have slept in a spool-turned bed
while on the tour - so furniture makers
started calling the popular style a

"Jenny Lind bed." The style still is
often advertised that way.

Q: I have inherited a picture of what
looks like an oil painting. There are
two buildings in it, one with a "Morton
Salt" sign. The picture is signed "H.
Hargrove" and has a round seal on the
back with a number and the phrase,
"Collectors Corner, Inc., Certificate of
Authenticity." Is it worth much?

A: "H. Hargrove" is a name used by
painter Nicolo Sturiano. He was born
in Italy in 1941 and came to the United
States in 1964. He worked as a wine-
maker at a New York State vineyard
while he began painting as a hobby.
When his nostalgic American land-
scapes became popular, he left the
vineyard and moved to Greenwich Vil-
lage in New York City. Collectors Cor-
ner of Indianapolis sold Hargrove
prints in the 1980s through a home
party plan. Hargrove is still working
and has a studio in Toms River, N.J.
Your limited-edition print sells for $25
or less.

Q: My father-in-law died in 1962
and left a bottle of Chivas Regal 12
Year Old blend. It has never been
opened and has all the stamps required
at the time. Does it have any value
other than the normal price today?

A: James and John Chivas began
making blended whiskey in Aberdeen,
Scotland, in the mid-19th century. The
Chivas Regal 12 Year Old Blend was in-
troduced in 1938. The Chivas Regal
brand was bought by Pernod Ricard, a
French group, in 2001. Full bottles of
liquor should be kept in a cool, dark
place, but even with proper storage,
the liquor may deteriorate after a few
years. Full bottles can't be sold pri-

vately in some states. You could open
the bottle and drink the whiskey, al-
though if it was stored in a hot or
sunny place, the taste may have
changed. Modern liquor bottles have
very little resale value.

Q: I have a hanging scale marked
"Patented Aug. 19, 1884, makers of
balances and scales of every descrip-
tion, John Chatillon & Sons, New
York." It also reads "Butcher's scale,"
and has numbers from zero to nine on
the dial. Can you give me any informa-
tion about this?

A: John Chatillon & Sons was
founded in New York City in 1835. The
company made spring balances for
butchers. By 1883 it was making bal-
ances, scales, cutlery and other goods.
The Chatillon brand is now owned by
Ametek, Inc., based in Berwyn, Pa. It
still makes springs and scales, as well
as other force-measuring instruments
for industry. Value of your scale is
about $50 to $75.

Q: In late 1982, my husband bought
a small Timex personal computer for
$105 (including taxes). We still have
the computer, without its box, and the
original receipt. He used it exactly once.
Should I keep it or toss it?

A: You have a "Timex Sinclair 1000"
computer. It was the first computer
produced by Timex Sinclair, a joint
venture of Timex Corp., a U.S. com-
pany, and Sinclair Research of Eng-
land. The computer was sold as "the
first computer under $100." Timex lost
out to competitors like Commodore,
Atari and Apple, and dropped out of
the computer market in early 1984.
Prices range from about $40 to well
over $200.

Ryan: His Prosperity Action PAC.

Walker: Consults with top Republi-
can governor strategists such as Phil
Musser and Nick Ayers.

Propping up
Obamacare

Federal funds — make that
your tax dollars — just keep
rolling in to West Virginia as the
Obama administration tries to
use the spoonful of sugar ap-
proach to force us to take its
medicine.

Nearly $650,000 is headed to
two companies the federal gov-
ernment hopes will help enroll
people in health insurance plans
acceptable under the new na-
tional health care law. Advanced
Patient Advocacy in Charleston
and West Virginia Parent Train-
ing and Information in Clarks-
burg have been chosen to receive
the money for their role as “mar-
ketplace navigators.” One does
not need much imagination to
guess which direction the compa-
nies’ compasses will point.

If West Virginia sought that
kind of federal funding for any
number of actual needs, this ad-
ministration has already proven
it would less-than-politely reject
the request.

Any business owner reduced to
shelling out that kind of money to
try to force customers into buy-
ing a product they do not want or
need would quickly change
strategies, and likely, the prod-
uct. But this administration has
gone to great lengths to avoid
learning from successful busi-
nesses and organizations.

Think of what kind of real good
could be done in this state with
$650,000. Clearly, Washington
has the cash to hand out. But
Barack Obama has decided it is
better spent to keep shoring up
his pet project, “Obamacare.”
Taxes have gone up, not just

for “the wealthy” but for
every American who works.
The national debt is approach-
ing $17 trillion. Deficit spend-
ing still is reported in hundreds
of billions of dollars a year.

But some liberals are saying
that federal spending cuts can
be put on the back burner now,
because government revenue
has been increasing.

What kind of insanity is that?

Liberals’ new confidence was
bolstered by a report that fed-
eral government revenue
through June was up 14 per-
cent in comparison to the same
period last year.

ne of the highlights of my sum-
mer experience was the 50th
reunion of my graduating class
from St. Brigid elementary school
on Long Island. Back in 1963, 60
children sat in a small classroom
hoping for big things in the future.
We had spent eight years together,
but now high school beckoned, and
all of our lives would change dra-
- matically.
Back then, America was a far dif-
BILL ferent place than it is today. John
O’REILLY F. Kennedy was president but had
fewer than six months to live. The

it was good to see all of them. Their lives have unfolded
in mostly conventional ways. Most remain in the mid-
dle class and still believe in the fundamental goodness
of their country and religion, although some are no
longer practicing Catholics.

The reunion deal is the same all over. Folks who
don't succeed in life often don't show up. The happy
people usually come armed with pictures of their chil-
dren and grandchildren. My reunion was very family
focused.

Many of my classmates have led interesting lives, but
unfortunately, I was the center of much attention. My
visibility on television engendered much discussion,
and I was happy to answer their questions. Since I was

always a loudmouth, my classmates delighted in re-
minding me that T haven't changed a bit and pointed
out that only in America could I be well paid for doing
something that got me a slap from Sister Thomas way
back when.

The thing that is so different today is that children
have little time to be innocent. We only had each other
at St. Brigid. There were no cellphones, computers or
video games. There was no Facebook. In fact, outside
intrusions were rare. We played games like dodgeball
and keep away. We attended square dances and Christ-
mas concerts. It was all so basic, so simple. And there
was a magic to it.

Today, children are thrust into an adult world at
warp speed. I remember a kid named Billy McDermott
explaining to me and the other 8th-graders that his
older brother knew some girls who were "easy." Easy?
We were all confused. And so was Billy as he struggled
to define the term.

Today, many 8th-graders are thinking about tattoos
and drugs. We all know how graphic the Internet is,
and believe me, kids know how to access this stuff. So I
ask you: Wasn't it better to be a kid in 1963? By the
way, the answer is yes.

I feel sorry for the urchins these days. Responsible
parents can mitigate some of the cultural damage but
not all. We are living in fast times, in an era of selfish-
ness and narcissism in which lowbrow entertainment
envelops children like the chilly fog of San Francisco.

Manufacturing the hate-crime hoax of the year

Busted. Stone-cold busted.
Just as I suspected, "pro-
gressive" pranksters at Oberlin
College have been definitively
unmasked as the perpetrators
of phony campus "hate crimes
that scored international head-
lines in March. The blabber-
mouth academic administrators
who helped fuel the hysteria are
now running for cover.

The Associated Press, The

MICHELLE New York Times, MSNBC,
MALKIN Yahoo News and the Huffington

Post were among the media
outlets that trumpeted the story of supposed racism,
homophobia and anti-Semitism run amok at my alma
mater. Throughout the winter, anti-black and anti-gay
graffiti, swastikas, and a shadowy figure in a "KKK
hood" surfaced on the tiny campus outside Cleveland,
Ohio. Black Entertainment Television News decried
the hate outbreaks and "KKK sighting."

Because of my firsthand knowledge of Oberlin's long
history of self-manufactured hate-crime incidents, the
fake-hate-crime alarm bells went off immediately for
me when I read the reports. Back in the 1990s, race-
obsessed nutballs at Oberlin College cooked up a hor-
rid hate-crime hoax. Asian-American students claimed
that a phantom racist had spray-painted anti-Asian
racial epithets on a campus landmark rock. It turned
out that it was a warped Asian-American student who
perpetrated the dirty deed.

Student newspapers were filled with complaints
about imaginary racism. One Asian-American student
accused a library worker of racism after the poor
staffer asked the grievance-mongering student to lower
the blinds where she was studying. A black student ac-
cused an ice-cream shop owner of racism after he told
the student she was not allowed to sit at an outside
table because she hadn't purchased any items from his
store.

My suspicions about the latest "hate" crime were
bolstered by police statements that the "KKK hood"-
wearing menace was actually a female student
wrapped in a blanket. Hollywood darling and Oberlin
alumnus Lena Dunham was undaunted, however, in
ginning up emotional calls for Obie solidarity on Twit-
ter, which the AP dutifully reported as "news." My
warnings and reports on previous Obie hoaxes, alas,
were not deemed AP-newsworthy.

The orgy of self-flagellation swelled. Liberal griev-
ance-mongers applauded the administration's decision
to shut down classes. Faculty, students and oppor-
tunists took to the airwaves and the Internet to be-
moan "white privilege," institutional bigotry, lack of
diversity, yada, yada, yada.

And now, the rest of the story. According to police
reports published by Chuck Ross of The Daily Caller
News Foundation this week, two students had 'fessed
up to most of the incidents (and fellow students sus-
pect they are responsible for all of them). The Oberlin

Police Department identified the hoaxers as Dylan
Bleier (a student worker bee for President Obama's Or-
ganizing for Action and a member of the Oberlin Col-
lege Democrats) and Matthew Alden. Bleier told police
the pair posted inflammatory signs and a Nazi flag
around campus to "joke" and "troll" their peers.

Investigators "caught them red-handed" trying to
circulate anti-Muslim fliers, and a search of Bleier's
email confirmed he had used a fake account to harass a
female student. Cops told Oberlin President Marvin
Krislov, but he failed to pursue any criminal action.
The two students were removed from campus before
the bogus "KKK" brouhaha and news-making shut-
down.

Krislov not only remained silent about the two
pranksters, but he also stoked the fires of political cor-
rectness and helped fuel the false notion that real big-
otry had pervaded the campus. The spring edition of
the Oberlin College alumni magazine opened with a
self-congratulatory essay from Krislov titled "A Fitting
Response."

After perversely bragging about the "national and in-
ternational news" headlines on the "bias incidents
(that) disrupted our campus community," Krislov
clucked that "similar things have occurred at other col-
leges." Which, of course, is inadvertently true. As I've
reported for 20 years, American college campuses are
the most fertile grounds for fake hate.

Krislov then praised "students, faculty, staff, alumni
and fellow Oberlin residents" who "turned hate into an
opportunity to educate." Of course, "hate" had nothing
to do with it. And the police reports suggest that
Krislov knew it. The rash of "intolerance" that littered
the Oberlin campus was a symptom of juvenile delin-
quency and perverse self-delusion. Instead of examin-
ing their guilt in coddling hate-crime hoaxers, Krislov
giddily promoted new efforts "strengthening the em-
phasis on diversity."

There are other adults who deserve to be called out.
As Cornell law professor and blogger William Jacob-
son, who has pressed the administration for months
about the cover-up, notes: "Oberlin continues the wall
of silence which delayed for months disclosure of the
hoax. It's time for Oberlin to reveal who knew what,
and when, particularly as to the oversight exercised by
the Board of Trustees."

Sad to say, this is the sorry state of liberal arts col-
leges in America today: Extreme identity politics, mul-
ticulturalism and pedagogical self-indulgence are
creating a generation of race trolls enabled by tenured
cultural Marxist punks raking in beaucoup bucks. The
bursting of the higher-ed bubble can't come fast
enough.

They have
phrases they use. "What is this in ref-
erence to?" they ask. If you wanted to
talk to a receptionist about some-
thing, you would have made the ap-
pointment with her in the first place.

It's none of her business what you
want to talk to her boss about.

Maybe you're someone who wants
the job she has. How would that
sound if you told her that?

"Yes. I would like to talk to your
boss about getting your job. You're
such a sourpuss that he's trying to
find someone nice." That's what I al-
ways feel like saying.

Receptionists have a hundred un-
friendly ways of greeting people who
come through the door. "Do you have
an appointment?" "May I say who's
calling?" What does she mean "May I
say . .."? Why is she so condescend-
ing? Why doesn't she come right out
and ask, "What's your name?"

I'd rather find an armed guard at
the door than the average reception-
ist. At least I know where I stand with
an armed guard. He doesn't give me a
lot of artificial charm. He just says,
"You can't go in there, Buddy." The
receptionist says, "T'll see if Mr. Jones
isin."

That's what she says even though
she knows darn well Mr. Jones is in,
because she was sitting at the desk
when he showed up for work and has
seen him go to the coffee machine
twice and the bathroom once, since
then. Just once, I'd like to be con-
fronted with an honest receptionist in
an office.

"Hi," I would say as I came in.

"Ed Jones around?"

"Yeah," my ideal receptionist
would say. "He's goofing off some-
where back there."

"Can I talk to him?"

"Let me see if he's off the phone
with his wife yet. He spent the last
hour talking to the school principal
about one of his kids and he's having
an awful time collecting from an in-
surance company on a car he cracked
up last week. I'll see what he's doing
now."

You never find a receptionist like
that, though.

They're all the same. They ought to
be called "rejectionists."

The Egypt-
ian Army,
being slowly
squeezed out
of its central
role in the na-
tion's life by
Mohammed
Morsi, waited

PAT for the mo-
BUCHANAN ment to oust
the elected
president and crush his Muslim
Brotherhood.

Morsi was deposed and arrested,
and the Brotherhood leaders
rounded up and jailed. Their Cairo
encampments were cleansed by
gunfire. Hundreds of brothers were
cut down and killed, and thousands
wounded.

Gen. Abdel Fattah al-Sisi, gazing
into his mirror, must see Col. Gamal
Abdel Nasser gazing back.

In the near term, the Brother-
hood is in disarray. It backed the
Arab Spring, heeded America's call
for free elections, and won parlia-
ment and the presidency, only to
have the army, with America's back-
ing, overthrow its Islamist govern-

ment in a military coup.

If the Brotherhood feels betrayed,
if it believes its sons who opposed
the coup died as martyrs, if it has
concluded that the Americans, with
their endless blather about democ-
racy, are duplicitous hypocrites, are
they entirely wrong?

In the short term, America must
get on with the generals.

For it is they who bottle up
Hamas in Gaza, battle al-Qaida in
Sinai, protect the Christian Copts,
grant our Air Force overflight rights
and our Navy first-in-line transit
rights through the Suez Canal. And
it is the generals who continue to
honor the terms of the Camp David
accords.

Understandably, Israeli diplo-
mats are imploring us, the slaughter
aside, not to cut our ties to the
Egyptian military. Yet it is hard to
believe the long-term future belongs
to the generals.

Looking back, of all the forces un-
leashed by the Arab Spring, the
Facebook-Twitter crowd calling for
secular democracy harvested the
greatest publicity. But even then,
other forces seemed to have deeper
and broader roots in the hearts and
minds of the masses.

Those forces: tribalism, national-
ism and Islamism.

The generals may work hand-in-
glove with the Israelis. But anti-
Zionism remains one of the few
rallying cries that can unite secular-
ist and Islamist, Sunni and Shia.

And as the Jews have been ex-
pelled from the Arab world, today it
is the turn of the Christians. They
have seen priests murdered,
churches torched and congregations
massacred in Iraq, Syria, Egypt and
beyond, in Ethiopia and Nigeria —
by extremists who cite the Quran for
what they are doing. And after the
Jews and Christians are gone, it is
likely to be the turn of the Ameri-
cans.

Why? First, the Americans are
seen as standing behind Israel's re-
gional superiority and dominance of
the Palestinian Arabs.

Second, while we defend our wars
in Afghanistan and Iraq as libera-
tions from dictatorship and obscu-
rantism, they are seen over there as
America using her power to impose
upon these nations our institutions
and our ideology. And while Amer-
ica's achievements may inspire awe,
America's culture, suffused with
feminist and Hollywood values,
evokes revulsion.

Millions of Muslims are willing to
die to keep America and American
values out of their societies. How

many Americans are willing to fight
and die over there to force them on
Arab peoples?

Third, there is a growing confi-
dence in the Islamic world that the
future belongs to them. Whence
comes this confidence?

Western peoples are dying, as
Muslim populations are exploding
and Muslim migrants are pouring
into Europe and the United States.
While Islam is booming in the East
and being welcomed in the West,
Christianity is dying in the West and
being expelled from the East.

It is not unreasonable for Muslim
visionaries to see the next 500 years
as an era of Islamic ascendancy, as
the last 500 saw a Western ascen-
dancy. Fourth, while Eygpt's army
has the guns and, temporarily, the
banner of patriotism, it has no faith,
no philosophy, no ideology to justify
an indefinite hold on power. When,
like Hosni Mubarak, this generation
of generals is seen as incompetent
and repressive, upon what do they
fall back to justify their legitimacy to
the next crowd in Tahrir Square?

Indeed, this is America's
dilemma. When Japan attacked and
Adolf Hitler declared war, and when
Josef Stalin set out to dominate the
world, all we held dear — faith, fam-

When Osama bin Laden took down
our towers, we united to take down
him and al-Qaida.

Millions of Muslims are willing to
fight to drive us out of their part of
the world. How many Americans
are willing to send our sons to die
for secular democracy and Ameri-
can values in their part of the
world?

After World War II, when com-
munists captured the banner of na-
tionalism, they were on the move in
China, Vietnam, Cuba. When
Ronald Reagan recaptured the ban-
ners of nationalism in Angola,
Afghanistan and Eastern Europe,
suddenly it was the communists on
the run.

Ethnonationalism and religious
fundamentalism tore apart the
British, French and Soviet empires.
All are working now against the U.S.
Imperium. The generals in Egypt
won this round. But is there any
doubt as to which way the wind is
blowing?

-| streets, President Barack
l Obama took to the micro-
phone from a golf course
in Martha's Vineyard to
clarify America's perspec-
tive.
Here were his inspiring
words: "America cannot
determine the future of
SHAPIRO Egypt. That's a task for the
Egyptian people. We don't
take sides with any particular party or political
figure. I know it's tempting inside of Egypt to
blame the United States or the West or some
other outside actor for what's gone wrong."

There is a reason that many in Egypt are
upset at the United States -- by taking no side,
America is taking a side. Egyptian secularists
feel abandoned by the United States, given ru-
mors that the Obama administration now wants
to cut off aid to the military; the Islamists rage
against the American machine because the
Obama administration did nothing to uphold
President Mohamed Morsi's election.

Meanwhile, President Obama sails blithely
along on the winds of self-assurance.

Thus far, the only common thread to the
Obama administration's Middle East policy is
Obama's unwillingness to pursue anything re-
motely representing an American interest. In
Tunisia, President Obama said nothing about
the collapsing rule of Zine El Abidine Ben Ali, a
longtime American ally, until Ben Ali fled the
country; then he celebrated. Within months, an
Islamist party ruled the country. In Libya, Presi-
dent Obama hesitated when rebels began
launching attacks against defanged dictator
Muammar Qaddafi; then he stepped in and pro-
vided defense to those Islamist rebels. They
promptly turned around and murdered four
Americans in Benghazi. In Syria, President
Obama sent Hillary Clinton out to tout Bashar
Assad as a reformer; then he decided to give
guns to the al-Qaida-aligned Islamist insur-
gency.

What were America's interests in these coun-
tries? President Obama never explained how the
United States was better off with the Ennahda
Party in power in Tunisia, Libyan Islamists rul-
ing the countryside in Libya, and al-Qaida run-
ning Syria. But he did ensure that American aid
kept flowing. In Egypt, however, Obama has cut
off aid to the secularist military as they fight the
Muslim Brotherhood.

America does have interests in Egypt. Egypt's
powerful military poses a regional counterbal-
ance to Iranian ambition. Egypt's border with
Israel has been Israel's most peaceful border for
the past three decades. Egypt controls the vital
Suez Canal, an artery for oil flow. But none of
these interests seem to matter to President
Obama, who doesn't want to take sides. He
seems indifferent as to whether Islamists con-
trol the canal, the missiles and the government.
Churches burn; Obama fiddles.

And Obama doesn't merely fiddle -- he does
so in authoritarian fashion. If he wanted to cut
off aid, all he had to do was declare Egypt's coup
a coup -- but that would be tossing power back
to Congress. Instead, he cut off aid and declined
to declare a coup a coup, essentially stating that
all foreign policy funding should run through
him personally. If he wakes up on the other side
of the bed, the Muslim Brotherhood may find it-
self on the short end of the stick again.

Unpredictability makes for instability.
Nowhere has that been truer than in the volatile
Middle East. Adding the wavering president's
oddball views of foreign affairs to the mix is a
recipe for disaster.

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Review: ‘Mortal Instruments a monster mash

A young adult fiction binge has
broken out in “Mortal Instru-
ments: City of Bones.”

Like an 80-car pill-up, all of the
current tropes of teenage fantasy
here careen into one another: the
young heroine with previously un-
known powers; the gothic mix of
heavenly and hellish supernatural
creatures; the breathless romance
with a young Brit of angelic cheek-
bones. And, oh, the tattoos.

It’s an overdose of mysticism,
concocted to give devoted young
fans their fix: a heartthrob to
swoon over and grand battles to
match inflated teenage emotions.

The film is based on the first in a
series of popular young adult nov-
els by Cassandra Clare, whose writ-
ing originated in “Harry Potter” fan
fiction. It’s a blatant inspiration to
“City of Bones,” the first of a
planned franchise, as is (if you
haven't already guessed) “Twi-
light.”

Like a hand bag bought on a
New York street, this is the knock-
off version. Lily Collins stars as
Clary, a teen who discovers that
her mother (Lena Headey) is se-
cretly a Shadowhunter, a hunter of

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the proceedings as the villain
Valentine. He’s seeking a magical
cup that Clary might — if she can
stir the memories her mother had
tried to block — know the location
of. The plot is astonishingly over-
cooked: a mishmash of watery por-
tals, Greek-styled father-son
drama, invisible buildings and su-
pernatural battle lines. It reaches
an apogee of ridiculousness when,
we are informed, Bach was a Shad-
owhunter, whose compositions
were designed to ward off demons.

What can be said for “City of
Bones” (a sequel is already in the
works) is that it’s not brooding or
abundantly self-serious. The cast
generally lends enjoyable perform-
ances, even if the filmmaking (a
made-for-TV movie level of craft,
even with the abundant special ef-
fects) is lacking.

The handful of comic, self-dep-
recating moments in the film —
quick nods to the mounting silli-
ness — gives “City of Bones” a
pleasant cheeriness that it would
have done well to pursue further.
Instead, it desperately gathers
clichEs like a teen fantasy
Frankenstein that doesn’t realize
its secret identity: parody.

“Mortal Instruments: The City
of Bones,” a Sony Screen Gems re-

demons. At the same time as her
mom is kidnapped, Clary, a bright
redhead, realizes she’s able to see a
hidden world in their native New
York, one where Shadowhunters,
demons, werewolves and warlocks
stealthily operate in varying de-

grees of gothic drab, invisible to
humans, or “mundanes.”

It’s a lot like a mediocre episode
of “Buffy the Vampire Slayer.”

As she hunts for her mom, Clary
is quickly indoctrinated into this

underworld, led into it by the
aforementioned heartthrob, Jace
(Jamie Campbell Bower), an allur-
ing Shadowhunter with blond
locks. Directing from Jessica
Postigo’s overstuffed screenplay,

Harald Zwart (the “Karate Kid” re-
make) summons the kind of dingy,
baroque, nighttime atmosphere
that Jonathan Rhys Meyers revels
in. As if falling for the trap, he reli-
ably turns up to lend his pallor to

lease, is rated PG-13 by the MPAA
for “intense sequences of fantasy
violence and action, and some
suggestive content.” Running
time: 130 minutes. One and a half
stars out of four-.

‘Lovelace’ offers smart
look at first porn star

LOS ANGELES — The lurid
celebrity and sordid aftermath of the
brief career of the world’s first porn
star is vividly, if not explicitly, etched
in “Lovelace.” Given all the ways a
project like this could have gone
wrong, the result is surprisingly good
on several fronts, beginning with a
shrewd structure that fosters an intel-
ligent dual perspective on the public
and private aspects of the “Deep
Throat” phenomenon. Leaving behind
the overly academic approach they
brought to an earlier cultural and cen-
sorship landmark in “Howl” three
years ago, directors Rob Epstein and
Jeffrey Friedman have made a real
movie here.

Linda Lovelace was the nom de
porn bestowed upon Florida girl Linda
Boreman when she starred in her one
and only hardcore feature, the 1972
film that became the adult film indus-
try’s first crossover smash, launched
“porno chic” and went on to gross any-
where from $100 million to $600 mil-
lion on an initial expenditure of less
than $50,000. Lovelace only ever col-
lected her salary of $1,250.

Lurking behind the entire enterprise
was not only the mob but, more inti-
mately, Lovelace’s husband and man-
ager Chuck Traynor. By her own
account, he threatened, beat and con-
trolled her; kept her money; forced her
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into prostitution; and essentially kept
her prisoner until she finally got away.
Lovelace went on to write an account
of her experiences entitled “Ordeal”
and promoted anti-pornography and
women’s causes until her 2002 death
in a car accident.

Her story is a sad, depressing and
degrading one, so grim at times that
one wonders if there’s any edification
to be had from it. To say that Lovelace
provides uplift by the end would be an
exaggeration, but the fact that the one-
time victim did not succumb but,
rather, stabilized her life and eventu-
ally fought back in every way she could
provides a sense of vindication.

The early going is a bit choppy as
young Linda (Amanda Seyfried), who
lives with her parents (Robert Patrick
and an unrecognizable Sharon Stone,
both excellent) in working-class Davie,
Fla., is escorted from the innocuous
world of roller rink go-go dancing to
the heavy-duty drugs-and-porn scene
by the barely charming, bottom-feed-
ing hustler Chuck (Peter Sarsgaard).

When Chuck takes Linda up to New
York to push his discovery on porn di-
rector Gerard Damiano (Hank Azaria)
and producer Butchie Peraino (Bobby
Cannavale), she objects that, “I don’t
have any skills.” Chuck protests that
she does have one, a specialty she has
perfected that will give the movie its
title, lure upscale audiences to porn for
the first time and make its star notori-
ous.

After the “Deep Throat” frenzy has
hit its peak, the film abruptly jumps
ahead six years, with Linda taking a

polygraph test to authenticate her ac-
cusations against her vile Svengali.
And thus do the horrors of the past
few years begin to pour out: the beat-
ings, the forced gang rapes, the pres-
sure from Anthony to make three
sequels, the virtual slavery enforced by
Chuck.

Another six years later, “Ordeal” has
come out, Linda is raising two kids
and is appearing on “The Phil Don-
ahue Show” saying, “Linda Lovelace
was a fictitious character.” She’s tran-
sitioned from the ultimate sex puppet
and practitioner of male fantasies to a
feminist hero of sorts.

Making a huge swing from the
sweet, innocent Cosette in “Les Miser-
ables” to the queen of porn, Seyfried
gives a strong, credible performance
that catches Linda’s insecurities and
exacts sympathy and regret for all that
happened to her, even as she might
not seem to completely inhabit the
role at all times.

Similarly, Sarsgaard convincingly
expresses all manner of manipulative
behavior and venal motives as Chuck,
but perhaps the actor is simply too ge-
nial to be as scary. Supporting roles
are very well filled by the likes of Can-
navale, Azaria, Chris Noth, Wes Bent-
ley, Eric Roberts and Adam Brody as
Linda’s fun-loving co-star Harry
Reems.

“Lovelace,” a Radius/Weinstein re-
lease, is rated R by the Motion Picture
Association of America for “strong
sexual content, nudity, language,
drug use and some domestic vio-
lence.” Running time: 92 minutes.

‘World's End’a

toast for 3 film-
making friends

LOS ANGELES — It’s not the end of the world, but “The
World’s End” marks a creative conclusion for Simon Pegg,
Nick Frost and Edgar Wright.

For the British trio behind “Shaun of the Dead” and “Hot
Fuzz,” Friday’s release of “The World’s End” completes a tril-
ogy. The longtime friends have no future collaborations
planned as each heads into new projects that match their
growing profiles. Wright is writing and directing Marvel’s
“Ant-Man.” Pegg will star in “Hector and the Search for Hap-
piness,” while Frost is starring (and dancing) in the upcoming
comedy “Cuban Fury.”

It’s fitting, then, that their final film together (for now) is a
toast — 12 times over. In “The World’s End,” Pegg and Frost
play former friends among a group reunited to take on “The
Golden Mile”: a dozen pubs in their old U.K. hometown,
downing a pint at each.

The real-life friends gathered at a Sunset Strip hotel (over
ice waters) to talk about movies, friendship and beer.

AP: Is it bittersweet to complete this trilogy?

Pegg: It feels like we've done something we set out to do. ...
We know we’ll probably work together again. Highly likely, in
fact.

Frost: At the heart of what we do is that we’re all best
mates, so it’s not like that’s that, we’ll never see each other.
We're friends first and foremost.

Wright: I feel the sense of satisfaction that we made good
on a promise. We made a promise to ourselves as much as we
did the fans of making three movies, so to actually finish the
movies and have a film that we’re really proud of — three
films that we’re really proud of — British films and pretty un-
compromised, is huge for us.

AP: What was really in the glasses during filming?

Frost: It was like a sugared water: A water colored with
burnt sugar with cream soda on top for the head. But the
shots were Sambuca.

Pegg: It had to be water because we had to drink so much
of it. It couldn’t have been anything else. It couldn’t be apple
juice or tea. ... It tasted a little bit like weak-tasting lemonade,
1 guess, and we put away pints of the stuff.

AP: What is the beer that you name in the movie?

Wright: Crowning Glory. ... We named it in the script, and
then we found this local brewery that said (they’d) make a
beer and call it Crowning Glory. So they have actually re-
leased it. It’s like an ale. The one that’s named in the movie ...
is now real, which is hilarious.

AP: How did the two of you (Pegg and Frost) becoming fa-
thers change your drinking habits?

Pegg: 1 don’t drink at all now. I gave it up completely.

Frost: I try not to drink. Because what if I woke up and
he’d eaten a knife?

AP: What would Ant Man drink?

Wright: I think he’s probably a lightweight because he’s so
tiny, but then so am I.

Pegg: He could probably still drink more than you.

AP: Will you all work on “Ant-Man”?

Wright: I like our collaborations together to be ones that
we write. Not that I haven’t written “Ant-Man,” but it’s an
adaptation. So I think when we reconvene it should be for (a)
completely original screenplay.

Frost: So in five years’ time, when we get back together to
do “Rhino Man and the Abs,” people will enjoy it more.”

Former ‘Partridge Family’ star
Cassidy charged with DWI
