Feisel bound over
on murder charge

LISBON — Following more than 30 minutes
of testimony by a Salem police detective con-
cerning the death of Samantha Shasteen, her
boyfriend, Mason Feisel, was bound over to the
grand jury by county Municipal Court Judge
Mark Frost on a murder charge.

Detective David Talbert testified that early on
the morning of June 6, Shasteen’s father, Gary
Shasteen, had entered the garage of the home
he owns on Oak Street and found Feisel sleeping
with the garage doors down, a vehicle running
and an orange hose and sock near the exhaust
pipe.

Gary Shasteen had been asked by his wife to
check on his daughter after she had not re-
turned calls or text messages since the evening
before. He found her in the bathroom on the
first floor of the home and called police.

When Talbert arrived at 7:38 a.m. June 6 he
found Samantha Shasteen lying in the bathtub,
nude and cold to the touch, he testified Thurs-
day. Rigor had begun setting in and there was a

small amount of blood coming from the base of
her skull and going toward the drain.

Feisel had run from the garage after Gary
Shasteen discovered him, but he was found
quickly by Salem Lt. Charles Shafer in the back-
yard of a neighbor’s home. Police reportedly
found him with what Talbert described as su-
perficial cuts to his arms and attempting to cut
his own throat with a shard of glass. He was or-
dered by police with Tasers drawn to come out
of the wooded area and cooperated while taken
into custody.

Talbert said he spoke to Feisel at Salem Com-
munity Hospital, where Feisel was being treated
for the wounds on his arms. Feisel had report-
edly described his relationship with Samantha
Shasteen as “tumultuous” and he admitted to
having a problem with anger, Talbert said.

“I tried to keep it together and anger just con-
sumes me,” Talbert read from his notes about
the statement he said Feisel gave him. “You
might as well paint me green, because I'm like
the (expletive) Hulk.”

The list of equipment includes what John-
ston described as an estimated value for each
item. The largest item on the list is the 1977

| zens and those outside the
United States under the so-called
PRISM program, controversy has
broken out over the scope of gov-
ernment surveillance.

Many on the right and the left
have argued that these programs

are necessary to curb terrorism.

SHAPIRO Both Democratic Senator Dianne

Feinstein of California and Re-
publican Speaker of the House John Boehner of Ohio
have proclaimed that Snowden is a traitor for reveal-
ing the existence of the programs. Both Republican
House Intelligence Committee Chair Mike Rogers of
Illinois and President Barack Obama say that the pro-
grams have stopped terrorist attacks.

Meanwhile, others argue that these programs do not
threaten basic civil liberties at all, and that Americans
have nothing to fear. David Brooks of the New York
Times says that the real threat to Americans isn't sur-
veillance, but cynicism: "Big Brother is not the only
danger facing the country. Another is the rising tide of
distrust, the corrosive spread of cynicism, the fraying
of the social fabric ..."

The truth is far less black and white than all of this.
These programs may stop terror attacks; it is likely
they have done so. But are they necessary to stop ter-
ror attacks, or are they merely the most convenient
means for the government to do so? We all want
Americans to be safe. But we also would like our
emails to be private. Are those two goals mutually ex-
clusive?

Here are the top seven reasons to worry about these
federal surveillance programs.

1. It's the federal government, and the fed-
eral government cannot be trusted with unlim-
ited personal information. As we've seen from the
IRS scandal, actors at any level of government can use
information to target political opposition. Distrust of
government isn't baseless cynicism. It's realism. The
government is filled with human beings -- 1.4 million,
at last count, who have top secret security clearances.
Some are bound to be nasty. After all, if Boehner and
Feinstein are right, and Snowden is a traitor, he had
access to all that information, too.

2. Blanket surveillance does not mesh with
the Constitution. The Fourth Amendment is quite
clear on the notion that search and seizure must not be
unreasonable. It is difficult to think of something more
unreasonable than searching the private phone

records and digital information of citizens who are
suspected of nothing.

3. Where does government power stop? What
information does the government not have a right to
see at this point? Obamacare has made the govern-
ment part of our health care decisions. The IRS con-
trols all of our financial information. The NSA
apparently sees everything else.

4. The anti-terror rationale for violation of
rights is identical to the rationale for gun con-
trol. Many of the same folks on the right now defend-
ing NSA surveillance object to blanket gun laws that
affect the rights of hundreds of millions. The argument
on the left is simple: To save one life, we'll take as
many guns as we have to. Flip this argument to terror,
and suddenly many on the right make that exact argu-
ment. It's bad policy on both fronts.

5. It's an excuse to treat terror in politically
correct fashion. There are many who say that we
have accepted blanket screening at airports and should
therefore accept blanket screening of personal infor-
mation. That presumes that blanket screening at air-
ports isn't asinine. It is. Profiling behavior and
associations should be the basis for law enforcement.
The government argues that a panopticon national se-
curity apparatus keeps Americans safest. But that ig-
nores the fact that panopticon capabilities do not
necessarily translate into panopticon effectiveness.

6. Centralization of information is a magnet
for foreign hacking. Reportedly, much of this NSA
information will be kept at a centralized location in
Utah. Recently, the Chinese government has been
hacking into American governmental installations in-
cluding the Federal Reserve and the Pentagon. Keep-
ing our information available for download by a
creative foreign government is a recipe for disaster.

7. The nature of Americanism is changing in
very nasty ways thanks to growth of govern-
ment. The debate about rights versus safety is a valu-
able one. But too many Americans are now thinking in
terms of "needs" vs. rights. We have heard politicians
ask whether we truly need to be free from government
surveillance; these same politicians often ask whether
we need a certain level of income, or need AR-15s. We
may not need those things, but we have a right to
them. The moment America becomes a "needs" coun-
try in which the government unilaterally decides what
we need and regulates everything else we cease to be
America.

He lost his campaign. Today, however, he
should be invited to Congress to testify about
what happened 10 years later when he was a
prosperous lawyer and won the Republican
Senate nomination to run against a Demo-
cratic congressman named Dick Durbin.

In the fall of 1996, at the campaign's cli-
max, Democrats filed with the Federal Elec-
tions Commission charges against Salvi's
campaign, alleging campaign finance viola-
tions.

These charges dominated the campaign's
closing days. Salvi spoke by telephone with

the head of the FEC's Enforcement Division,
who he remembers saying: "Promise me you
will never run for office again, and we'll drop
this case." He was speaking to Lois Lerner.

After losing to Durbin, Salvi spent four
years and $100,000 fighting the FEC, on
whose behalf FBI agents visited his elderly
mother demanding to know, concerning her
$2,000 contribution to her son's campaign,
where she got "that kind of money." When
the second of two federal courts held that the
charges against Salvi were spurious, the
lawyer arguing for the FEC was Lois Lerner.

More recently, she has been head of the
IRS Exempt Organizations Division, which
has used its powers of delay, harassment and
extortion to suppress political participation.
For example, it has told an Iowa right-to-life
group that it would get tax exempt status if it
would promise not to picket Planned Parent-
hood clinics.

Last week, in a televised House Ways and
Means Committee hearing, Rep. Peter
Roskam, R-1ll., Salvi's former law partner,
told the riveting story of the partisan en-
forcement of campaign laws to suppress po-
litical competition by distracting Salvi and
entangling him in bureaucratic snares. The
next day, the number of inches of newsprint
in The Washington Post and New York
Times devoted to Roskam's revelation was

voted to it on the three broadcast networks'
evening news programs the night before:
Zero.

House Republicans should use their com-
mittee chairmanships to let Lerner exercise
her right to confront Salvi and her many
other accusers. If she were invited back to
Congress to respond concerning Salvi, would
she again refuse to testify by invoking her
Fifth Amendment protection against self-in-
crimination? There is one way to find out.

Durbin, the second-ranking Senate Demo-
crat who will seek a fourth term next year,
defeated Salvi by 15 points. He probably
would have won without the assistance of
Lerner and of the campaign "reforms" that
have produced the FEC's mare's nest of reg-
ulations and speech police that lend them-
selves to abuses like those Salvi experienced.
In 2010, Durbin wrote a letter urging
Lerner's IRS division to pay special attention
to a political advocacy group supporting con-
servatives.

Lerner, it is prudent to assume, is one
among thousands like her who infest the
regulatory state. She is not just a bureau-
cratic bully and a slithering partisan. Now
she also is a national security problem be-
cause she is contributing to a comprehensive
distrust of government.

The case for the National Security
Agency's gathering of metadata is: America
is threatened not by a nation but by a net-
work, dispersed and largely invisible until
made visible by connecting dots. The net-
work cannot help but leave, as we all do
daily, a digital trail of cellphone, credit card
and Internet uses. The dots are in such data;
algorithms connect them. The technological
gathering of 300 billion bits of data is less
menacing than the gathering of 300 by bu-
reaucrats. Mass gatherings by the executive
branch twice receive judicial scrutiny, once
concerning phone and Internet usages, an-
other concerning the content of messages.

The case against the NSA is: Lois Lerner
and others of her ilk.

Government requires trust. Government
by progressives, however, demands such in-
ordinate amounts of trust that the demand
itself should provoke distrust. Progressivism
can be distilled into two words: "Trust us."
The antecedent of the pronoun is: The wise,
disinterested experts through whom the vast
powers of the regulatory state's executive
branch will deliver progress for our own
good, as the executive branch understands
this, whether or not we understand it. Lois
Lerner is the scowling face of this state,
which has earned Americans' distrust.
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Boardman High School band director goes national

“What a band!”

Those three words let musicians
in Boardman know that their band
director is proud of their perform-
ance.

“What a teacher” might be the
words used by the three people
who nominated Boardman High
School Director of Bands Tom
Ruggieri for the first-ever Grammy
Foundation Music Educator
Award. The foundation will honor
one music teacher in the country
and offer him a trip to Los Angeles
to accept the award, attend the
Grammy Awards ceremony, and
receive a $10,000 honorarium.
The nine finalists will receive a
$1,000 honorarium, and the
schools of all 10 finalists will re-
ceive matching grants. Ruggieri is
currently a quarterfinalist for the
award and semifinalists will be an-
nounced in August.

The idea behind the award was
for professional musicians to thank
the teachers who inspired them,
said Ruggieri.

His son, Nico, was watching the
Grammys on TV this year when
they announced the new award.

“I was in my office working and
overheard the announcement,
when Nico said, ‘Dad, did you hear
that?”

One of his nominators, former
student Rebecca Crowley, “must
have been watching and heard
about it because I got an email
within five to 10 minutes after they
opened nominations” saying she
nominated me, Ruggieri said.

Once a teacher is nominated, the
Grammy Foundation sends him an
email encouraging him to apply for
the award. In addition to Crowley,
Ruggieri was nominated by current
band parent Lori Ann Filicky and
former student Katie DiCola.
That’s high praise for a band direc-
tor.

“Teachers don’t do this for the
rewards,” Ruggieri said. “I feel like

T've already won when people say,
‘You were the first person I thought
of when I heard about the award.””

Explaining why Crowley, a 2001
BHS graduate and band member
who now holds a doctoral degree in
music performance (flute) and
teaches flute and piano in northern
Virginia, nominated Ruggieri, she
said, “I have had a large number of
fantastic teachers and professors in
music over the years. But Mr. Rug-
gieri really stood out to me as an
educator who cares so much about
music and his students,” she said.

Likewise, Filicky said, “I cannot
even imagine anyone more deserv-
ing of this award. I believe many of
his students who are pursuing
music careers are doing so because
of his positive influence. For stu-
dents who are not following a ca-
reer path to music, Mr. Ruggieri
also serves as an excellent role
model and his life lessons provide
young people with much wisdom
for the future.”

When he’s not in the classroom,
Ruggieri continues to make music.
He plays drums with Backbeat, a
local band that plays parties and
weddings, and has stepped into the
recording studio and on stage to
play percussion with local musi-
cians like Bambo Kino and Joe Au-
gustine, while also performing with
national acts like The Letterman,
The Marvelettes and The Drifters.
The jazz lover still makes the
rounds to local clubs with the John
Reese Project. He said that being a
professional musician helps make
him a better teacher.

“I hope I never stop playing be-
cause it gives me credibility,” Rug-
gieri said.

With his own musical career,
time spent teaching band and jazz
classes at BHS, hours devoted to
arranging music and band forma-
tions for marching season, and
drafting emails and tweets to keep
band families informed, it’s a won-
der Ruggieri has any down time.

“Fishing is my other passion,” he

said. “My wife even knows now
when to pull me aside and say,
‘Hey, when are you planning some
time to go fishing?’”

Of course, family is a priority. He
and his wife, Patty, have a daugh-
ter, Rachel, who just finished her
freshman year at Kent State Uni-
versity, and their son, Nico just fin-
ished his first year at Boardman
High.

Ruggieri lights up when he talks
about his family.

Ruggieri’s father also was a
drummer and now his son is fol-
lowing in their footsteps.

“He’s going to play drums way
better than I am. He’s amazing,” he
said in an Internet interview with
Tommy Chris.

Born in Italy, Ruggieri came to
Youngstown when he was six
months old. He graduated from
Boardman High School and
Youngstown State University with
a degree in music education. He
also has a master’s degree.

Just as he was finishing YSU,
longtime Boardman Band Director
Thomas Groth called his former
student to say he was taking a sab-
batical, and Ruggieri interviewed
for the temporary position.

“I'took a big chance taking a six-
month job, but I thought it was
worth it,” Ruggieri said.

“I absolutely loved it,” he said.

After spending two years at Lib-
erty High School, his alma mater
called again as Groth announced
he’d be retiring in 1999. Without
hesitation, Ruggieri applied and
got the job.

“I am lucky to get paid for doing
what I adore,” he said. And with
three nominations, he’s certainly
adored by his students and their
families.

Talbert said Feisel made an accompanying hand gesture
with the statement, which was later described as if you were
choking someone.

Talbert said Feisel had arrived at the home at around 6:30
or 7 p.m., and he told Talbert he had speculated Samantha
Shasteen had been speaking with Thomas Colbert of Salem
on the phone. Talbert said the investigation later found Shas-
teen had been planning to meet Colbert later on the evening
of June 5. She had also confided in family members her inten-
tions to break up with Feisel, with whom she had had an on
again, off again relationship since they met at culinary school
in Columbus.

The detective testified that when he asked Feisel what po-
lice should tell his 4-year-old daughter with Shasteen about
what happened to her mother, he simply said, “So tell her.”
Talbert said Feisel told him police would figure it out.

Talbert described his interview with Feisel as cordial and
said at one point before he arrived at the hospital, Feisel had
asked Salem police Sgt. Karl Toy to just take him to jail.

Talbert attended Shasteen’s autopsy in Summit County and
learned the cause of death was homicide and the manner was
manual strangulation.

When questioned by defense attorney Charley Kidder, Tal-
bert said he did not have a time of death but, to his knowl-
edge, full rigor sets in about 12 hours after death.

Talbert was also questioned about whether Feisel had been
given any medications at the hospital before he was inter-
viewed, and Talbert said he has obtained the medical records
of what treatments were issued.

The investigation continues, with cell phones and other evi-
dence still being processed by the Bureau of Criminal Infor-
mation and Investigation, according to Talbert.

Frost ruled there is enough evidence to suggest probable
cause that Feisel may have committed the crime, citing both
Feisel’s characterization of himself when he is angry, the hand
gesture and the fact that Feisel left the scene after he was
found in the house.

Bond was continued at $1 million at the request of Assis-
tant County Prosecutor John Gamble, with Kidder offering no
protest.

With several interested parties in the courtroom, Frost of-
fered his condolences to the family, noting it is an “absolute
fact” a daughter, a sister and mother was lost and there is a
child, who is now essentially parentless at this point.

Bipartisan bill tackles
Ohio Medicaid program

COLUMBUS (AP) — Ohio lawmakers introduced a biparti-
san proposal Thursday aimed at curbing Medicaid costs and
making the health program more efficient, as they try to find
common ground on the issue.

Republican Gov. John Kasich’s budget proposal initially
called for expanding the Medicaid program to provide health
coverage to more low-income Ohioans. But GOP leaders
stripped the expansion measure from the House version of
the state spending plan in April, and it’s since remained out of
the $61.7 billion, two-year budget.

The federal-state Medicaid program for poor and disabled
people provides coverage for one of every five residents in
Ohio. The measure introduced in the House and Senate on
Thursday would neither expand the program nor cut benefici-
aries. The bill sponsors described the legislation as a starting
point for discussions.

“While I am encouraged by the progress we have made,
there is still much work to be done,” state Sen. Capri Cafaro, a
Hubbard Democrat, said in a written statement.

The House Finance Committee plans to hold hearings on
the bill next week.

“We have two objectives: to bend the cost curve down with-
out reducing the services people currently receive, and to help
move more citizens up and out of poverty through workforce
readiness and the removal of barriers,” House Finance Chair-
man Ron Amstutz, a Wooster Republican, said in a written
statement.

The bill instructs the state’s Medicaid director to limit the
growth of the program’s costs in a way that would improve
the physical and mental health of recipients. It also would
create a Medicaid oversight committee.

Lawmakers want to cut down on the number of times Med-
icaid patients are re-admitted to hospitals or use the emer-
gency room when it’s avoidable. Other changes would be
aimed at removing barriers that impede a beneficiary’s ability
to transfer to lower cost Medicaid services.

A working group of lawmakers has been separately review-
ing what changes could be made to the Medicaid program.

Medicaid expansion is one of the key components of Demo-
cratic President Barack Obama’s health care law.

Roughly 366,000 Ohioans would be newly eligible for cov-
erage beginning in 2014 by expanding Medicaid. The federal
government would pay the entire cost of the expansion for the
first three years, gradually phasing down to 9o percent — still
well above Ohio’s current level of 64 percent.

Panel OKSs rules
for exotic animals

COLUMBUS (AP) — Owners of exotic animals in Ohio will
be required to meet new caging, safety and caretaking stan-
dards under regulations approved Wednesday by state offi-
cials.

The regulations come as the state prepares to begin issuing
new permits this fall to wildlife owners, who must obtain the
authorization document by 2014 in order to keep their ani-
mals.

Owners will have to pass background checks, pay permit
fees, obtain liability insurance or surety bonds and show in-
spectors they can properly contain their animals. Ohio offi-
cials could seize the animals if owners are found housing
them without a permit.

Ohio strengthened its regulation of exotic animal owner-
ship after a Zanesville man released dozens of his animals in
2011 from his eastern Ohio farm before committing suicide.
Authorities killed most of the animals, including black bears,
Bengal tigers and African lions, fearing for the public’s safety.

The new law took effect in September 2012, although some
provisions have yet to kick in. Those include the permit
process that goes into place in October.

Under that process, owners who want to keep their animals
must obtain new state-issued permits by Jan. 1, 2014. The law
exempts sanctuaries, research institutions and facilities ac-
credited by the two national zoo groups.

The Ohio Association of Animal Owners participated in a
task force that helped develop the guidelines. But Polly Brit-
ton, the organization’s lobbyist, objected to the regulations
during the hearing of the legislative Joint Committee on
Agency Rule Review.

The permit for owners who intend to breed and sell their
animals will be different from the one for those who plan to
keep their wildlife as pets. Yet, Britton said, one of the pur-
poses of issuing different permits is defeated by a rule asking
the owners of to-be-bred wildlife to certify that the animals
have been sterilized. Pets must also be neutered under the
regulations.

New Waterford Council approves

RUMA for stretch of Crestview Road

NEW WATERFORD -
Council approved a road use
maintenance agreement
with Pennant Midstream,
LLC for .43 miles of
Crestview Road inside the
village limits during Tues-
day’s meeting.

Mayor Shane Patrone
said the Pennant Midstream
will use a portion of the road
as a secondary route when it
lays pipe lines as part of 50
miles of 20-inch gathering
pipeline facilities is installing
in northeast Ohio and west-
ern Pennsylvania.

Tt is also constructing a
cryogenic NGL processing
plant in Ohio with initial ca-
pacity of 200 million cubic
feet (mcf) per day operated
by NiSource Midstream
Services, LLC.

Pennant is also reviewing
multiple downstream NGL
options with several parties,
including the development
of its own fractionation facil-
ities, according to a press re-
lease.

“They were under the as-
sumption that Crestview
Road was entirely in the
county,” Patrone said and
council passed the RUMA
with a unanimous 6-0 vote
and without a third-party
bonding agreement.

Council also approved the
single bid received of $5,580
from Myers Equipment in
Canfield for a 1995 Ford
Bronco ambulance with
58,000 miles on it that was
recently replaced by a new
vehicle.

Council also tabled two or-
dinances regarding the alter-
native method of
apportioning the Local Gov-
ernment Fund until the June
25 meeting.

Patrone said he didn’t
have enough information
but expected to have it for a
finance committee meeting
and council would “proba-
bly” meetin in special ses-
sion on the issue.

In other business, Admin-
istrator Fred Fink said the
water and wasterwater plant
was “running well” while
they are still dealing with
large amounts of sludge.

But, Fink added, “it is
showing signs of improve-
ment.”

The dechlorination sys-
tem, filter material and light-
ing at both plants are set to
come on line and the electri-
cal work for the pavilion at
the church is completed.

Fink said the survey for
installation of electric and
water lines is complete and a
report will be forwarded to
the Ohio EPA for a permit.

When that is received,
Fink said the job will be bid
out.

Also, all the streets and
parking lots scheduled for
the chip and seal program
are ready to go, Fink said,
adding, “we used two loads
of cold patch on potholes,

(and) will stay with patch-
ing.”

The road department is
still working on sealing
cracks on state Route 46 and
Fink said with the condition
it is in, “we can probably
schedule (work) every other
year.”

He also said the repairs
recommended by the park
committee were completed
except for the ditch work
which was being worked at
the time of the report.

In other business, council
voted unanimously to do-
nate $300 to supply the
pond with fish for the fishing
tournament on July 6.

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Penguins sign Kvgeni Malkin to 8-year extension

PITTSBURGH (AP) — The Pitts-
burgh Penguins are keeping
hockey’s best
one-two punch
together through
their primes and
beyond.

A day after
signing coach
Dan Bylsma to a two-year contract
extension, the Penguins and star
forward Evgeni Malkin agreed to an
eight-year deal that will keep the
2012 NHL MVP and franchise cor-
nerstone Sidney Crosby in the fold
well into the next decade.

The $76-million deal begins with
the 2014-15 season and will carry
an average salary cap hit of $9.5
million, a little bit less than the
$10.6 million Crosby will average
over the first nine years of the 12-

year extension he signed last sum-
mer.

It’s a matter of semantics, really,
for two of the game’s biggest stars.

“I think it’s good,” Malkin said. “I
like to play with him. I think he is
best player in the world.”

A title the 26-year-old Malkin has
toyed with at times during his seven
seasons in Pittsburgh.

The second overall pick behind
Alex Ovechkin in the 2004 NHL
Draft won the Rookie of the Year in
2007 and has twice captured the
Art Ross Trophy given to the NHL’s
leading scorer. He was named

league MVP in 2012 when he col-
lected 109 points and helped carry
the Penguins as Crosby continued
to recover from concussion-like
symptoms.

Malkin’s numbers dipped this
spring during the lockout-short-
ened, 48-game season. A concus-
sion and a lingering shoulder injury
limited the Russian star to just 33
points in 31 games. He bounced
back during the playoffs, collecting
four goals and 12 assists during
Pittsburgh’s romp through the New
York Islanders and Ottawa Sena-
tors but was held scoreless — as

was Crosby — during a four-game
sweep by the Boston Bruins in the
Eastern Conference finals.

The stunning collapse led to a few
days of anxiety for the team that
cruised to the second-best record in
the league. Rather than panic after
falling to a lower-seeded team for
the fourth straight year, Pittsburgh
decided to keep Bylsma, who has
developed a close relationship with
Malkin since taking over in Febru-
ary, 2009.

The fact the announcement of
Malkin’s extension came less than
24 hours after Bylsma was given a
very public vote of confidence is
hardly a coincidence.

Mickelson matched his best opening round in U.S. Open

ARDMORE, Pa. (AP) — Even for
Phil Mickelson, his path to the top
of the leaderboard Thursday in the
U.S. Open was unconventional.

He traveled
S. OP‘\ about 2,400 miles
ANY 4 in the air and 7,000
yards on the

ground. He took a
short nap on his
private jet from San
Diego and another
one during a rain
delay when he found a secluded
corner of the library room in the
Merion clubhouse. He carried five
wedges but no driver.

Some 17 hours later, Mickelson
had a 3-under 67 to match his best
opening round in the U.S. Open.

Mickelson returned from his
daughter’s eighth-grade graduation
about 3 1/2 hours before his tee
time. He three-putted his first hole
for a bogey and didn’t give back a
shot the rest of the day at Merion,
which proved plenty tough by yield-
ing only one other round under par
to the 78 players who completed
the first round.

Because of two rain delays, the
first round won’t be completed
until Friday morning. Mickelson
won’t have to tee it up again for an-
other 24 hours.

Enough time to fly back to San
Diego?

“I don’t want to push it, no,”
Mickelson said with a tired smile.

Tiger Woods faced a tougher
road. He appeared to hurt his left
hand after trying to gouge out of the
deep rough on the opening hole. He
grimaced and shook his left wrist
again after hitting a 5-wood out of
the rough on the fifth hole. He al-
ready had three bogeys though five
holes before starting to make up
ground with a 50-foot birdie putt
on the par-4 sixth hole.

Woods, however, failed to take
advantage on the short stretch of
holes in the middle of the round,
and he was shaking his hand again
after shots out of the rough on the
10th and twice on the 11th. He was
2-over for his round and had a 4-
foot par putt on the 11th when play
was stopped for the day.

For Mickelson, this could be
the start of yet anotherchance
to win the major championship
he wants so dearly. Or maybe
he's setting himself up for more

heartache. Mickelson already
has been a runner-up a record
five times in the U.S. Open.

“I've got a lot of holes to play to-
morrow,” Woods said. “And, hope-
fully, I can play a little better than I
did today.”

Luke Donald was 4-under
through 13 holes, making one last
birdie before leaving the course.
The first round was to resume at
7:15 a.m. Friday, and the forecast
called for drier weather for the rest
of the week.

Masters champion Adam Scott,
playing with Woods and Rory McIl-
roy, was 3-under through 11 holes,
while defending U.S. Open cham-
pion Webb Simpson was 2-under
through eight holes. Mcllroy was 1-
under.

Lee Westwood got the full
Merion experience. He was 3-under
when his approach on the 12th hit
the wicker basket — the signature
at Merion, replacing traditional
flags — and bounced off the green,
leading to a double bogey.

For Mickelson, this could be the
start of yet another chance to win
the major championship he wants
so dearly. Or maybe he’s setting
himself up for more heartache. He
already has been a runner-up a
record five times in the U.S. Open.

“If 'm able — and I believe I will
— if 'm able to ultimately win a
U.S. Open, I would say that it’s
great,” Mickelson said. “Because I
will have had ... a win and five sec-
onds. But if I never get that win,
then it would be a bit heart-break-
ing.”

Nicolas Colsaerts of Belgium, the

birdies on the short seventh and
eighth holes for a 69.

Former Masters champion Charl
Schwartzel, Tim Clark, Rickie
Fowler, Jason Day and Jerry Kelly
were the only others who at least
matched par at 70. Clark and Kelly
were at 2 under deep in their
rounds until running into trouble,
which isn’t hard to do in the U.S.
Open, especially at Merion. Clark
took a double bogey-bogey stretch
in the middle of his back nine. Kelly
was one shot behind Mickelson
until a double bogey on the 18th
hole.

“It’s a lot tougher than they say it
is,” Schwartzel said.

It doesn’t take much — just two
holes for Sergio Garcia, who found
Merion far more daunting than the
few wisecracks from the gallery.
Garcia received mostly warm ap-
plause, with some barely audible
boos from the grandstand when he
started his round on No. 11. It was
his first time competing in America
since his public spat with Woods
took a bad turn when he jokingly
said he would have Woods over for
dinner during the U.S. Open and
serve fried chicken.

“There were a couple here and
there,” Garcia said about some
jeers. “But I felt the people were
very nice for the whole day. I think
that almost all of them were behind
me and that was nice to see.”

They saw him hit his tee shot out
of bounds on No. 14 right before the
first rain delay, leading to double
bogey. Then, he hooked his next
shot out of bounds and hit a bunker

shot over the green on his way to a
quadruple-bogey 8 at No. 15. De-
spite being 6-over on those two
holes, he rallied for a 73.

Mickelson, meanwhile, looked as
though he could play this golf
course in his sleep. And he nearly
did.

With two holes remaining, he hit
5-iron into 30 feet on the 237-yard
ninth hole and told caddie Jim
“Bones” Mackay that he was start-
ing to hit the ball. Despite the con-
stant smiling, Mickelson is intense
inside the ropes, and Mackay told
him to stop thinking about his
swing, his next shot, the course or
anything else related to golf during
the walk to the green. Lefty rolled in
the right-to-left breaking putt for
another birdie.

“Being able to tune in and tune
out was kind of nice the last hole or
two,” Mickelson said. “It’s been a
long day.”

The only other time Mickelson
opened with a 67 in the U.S. Open
was in 1999 at Pinehurst No. 2, and
his oldest daughter was part of that
story, too. Mickelson carried a pager
with him that week because his wife
was due with their first child. He
finished one shot behind when the
late Payne Stewart holed a 15-foot
par putt on the last hole, and
Amanda was born the next day.

Mickelson was always going to be
home before the U.S. Open because
Amanda, who turns 14 next week,
was chosen to be a featured speaker
at her graduation. He left Merion on
Monday, a day earlier than planned,
when more heavy rain washed out
most of the practice round. Besides,
Mickelson felt like he knew the
course well enough from his scout-
ing trip last week.

“She told me that it’s fine. ‘Stay,
it’s the U.S. Open. I know how
much you care about it.” And I told
her that I want to be there,” Mickel-
son said. “I don’t want to miss her
speech. I don’t want to miss her
graduation. She spent nine years at
that school. And she’s worked very
hard and I'm very proud of her.”

The ceremony was at 6 p.m. PDT.
Mickelson was on the plane two
hours later, landing in Philadelphia
about 3:30 a.m. He had a few hours
of sleep on the plane, and then
played five holes before the rain
delay. He found a few cushions for a
makeshift bed in the clubhouse li-
brary.

Despite his four birdies, including
a 25-foot putt that fell on its last
turn at No. 1, Mickelson saved his
round with some crucial pars.

He missed the par-3 third green
to the right, in fluffy grass down the
hill, and hit a flop shot that landed
on the collar and stopped 5 feet
from the cup. He caught a break
when his tee shot went into the haz-
ard left of the fifth fairway, about a
foot away from dropping into the
small stream. He got that out, hit
wedge to 8 feet and made a difficult
right-to-left putt. And on the next
hole, he swung hard to generate
height and spin out of the bunker,
the only way to get the ball close. He
made an 8-footer for par.

Mickelson hit 9-iron to 2 feet on
the seventh hole for birdie, and
holed that 30-foot putt on the ninth.

And then, it was time to rest.

“He had a crazy 24 hours,” said
Keegan Bradley, playing alongside
Mickelson and Steve Stricker.
“Sometimes that helps, not thinking
about it.”

Mooney under
investigation

YOUNGSTOWN — A for-
mal investigation is cur-
rently under way by the
Ohio High School Athletic
Association in regards to an
assistant football coach ille-
gally trying to recruit mid-
dle school players to attend
Youngstown Cardinal
Mooney.

On Thursday, the OHSAA
released a statement outly-
ing allegations made by the
Struthers school district
against Mooney. Due to the
investigation and possible
punishment, the coach,
whose name has not been
released, has resigned his
position with the Cardinals’
football staff.

“In our investigation, this
was one coach acting
alone,” said Randy Rair, as-
sistant superintendent of
the Diocese of Youngstown
schools. “It wasn’t a system-
atic situation. This was a
coach going off on his own
and breaking the rules.
Again, once we found out,
we needed to turn it over to
the OHSAA.”

According to Rair, the
self-investigation began
roughly six weeks ago when
Struthers superintendent
Joseph Nohra notified the
Youngstown Diocese of the
allegations. The allegations,
which were outlined by the
OHSAA in a press release,
stated two eighth graders
from Struthers Middle
School were hosted at a din-
ner by a coach from
Mooney about their possi-
ble transfer to the school.

In addition, the press re-
lease stated one of the stu-
dents involved has been
accepted to attend Mooney
High School.

A spectator, 40-year-old Chris Taitt of West Deptford, said Leffler had been in sec-
ond place, apart from other cars when his winged car slammed into a wall at the
fourth turn. Taitt said the wing was “flattened like a pancake” and the seat ap-
peared to be displaced.

Funeral services for Miami (Ohio) baskethall coach

OXFORD, Ohio (AP) — Former players and coaching colleagues were among
mourners at funeral services for former Miami (Ohio) basketball coach Charlie
Coles, the school's career victory leader.

Hundreds of people attended the visitation and funeral services Thursday at
Millett Hall on the Miami campus in southwest Ohio.

Former Miami stars Devin Davis, Damon Frierson, Kenny Hayes, Jermaine Hen-
derson, Jason Grunkemeyer and Greg Knox were pallbearers. A Miami spokes-
woman said President David Hodge and former coach Darrell Hedric were among
the speakers celebrating Coles' life at the nearly three-hour services.

Photos of the coach with family, friends and players were flashed on a video
screen.

Coles died last Friday in Oxford. He was 71.

Coles is survived by wife Delores, son Chris, daughter Mary Bennett and four
grandchildren.

Steelers sign fourth pick Landry Jones

PITTSBURGH (AP) — The Pittshurgh Steelers have signed fourth-round draft
pick Landry Jones to a four-year deal. The former Oklahoma quarterback is the
ninth and final Pittsburgh draft pick to come to terms. Details were not disclosed.

Pittshurgh selected Jones with the 115th overall pick in the draft and is the high-
est draft pick the Steelers have used on a quarterback since taking Ben Roethlis-
berger in the first round of the 2004 draft.

Jones started 50 games with the Sooners, setting school and Big 12 records by
passing for 16,646 yards and 123 touchdowns during his career. He will compete
with John Parker Wilson for the No. 3 quarterback spot behind Roethlisherger and
backup Bruce Gradkowski.

Broncos release top rusher Willis McGahee

ENGLEWOQD, Colo. (AP) — Willis McGaheg knew when he showed up at mini-
camp this week that he faced long odds of keeping his starting job since the Den-
ver Broncos had used a high draft pick to select a running back for the second
straight season.

Forty-eight hours after his arrival, that reality hit home for McGahee when the
Broncos released the 31-year-old running back who led them in rushing last sea-
son despite missing the final two months with a right knee injury.

Even with 2nd-rounder Montee Ball, who scored an NCAA record 83 touch-
downs at Wisconsin, joining 2nd-year speedster Ronnie Hillman in the backfield, Mc-
Gahee shunned the team's three weeks of voluntary workouts this spring.

CHICAGO (AP) — Long after the
celebration was over, Marian Hossa
finally made it home and managed to
fall asleep around 3 a.m. The
Chicago star woke up a few hours
later, roused by a noisy neighbor.

“I think my neighbor decided he
was going to drill in the morning.

It was a deflating outcome for the
Bruins, who also lost important for-
ward Nathan Horton to an injury
during the first overtime, while the
Blackhawks seemed relieved that
they didn’t have to sit on such a
heartbreaking loss for two days be-
fore Game 2 on Saturday night.

“It’s one of those games being
down 3-1, you come back to tie it 3-3,
you feel like something was left on
the table if you didn’t come back and
win it,” forward Patrick Kane said.
“The game went a long time. It’s defi-
nitely a good feeling winning in the
third overtime when it does go that
long.”

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Game 1 most-watched since ‘97

NEW YORK (AP) — Chicago's 4-3 triple-overtime
win over Boston attracted the most TV viewers for
an opening game of the Stanley Cup finals in 16
years.

NBC's broadcast averaged 6.358 million view-
ers, the most to watch a Game 1 of the Stanley Cup
finals since Detroit and Philadelphia drew 9,000
more on FOX in 1997.

It marked an increase of 119 percent compared
tothe Stanley Cup finals series opener last year with
the Los Angeles Kings and New Jersey Devils.

NBC is averaging more than 3 million viewers
during the playoffs, an increase of 38 percent com-
pared to last year. NBC and the NBC Sports Net-
work are combining to average 1.191 million
viewers for each game, an increase of seven per-
cent versus last year.

The winner of Game 1 has gone on
to win the title in 56 of the 73 sea-
sons since the NHL went to a best-
of-seven format for the
championship series in 1939. The
Blackhawks won the first two games
when they beat Philadelphia to win it
all in 2010.

Just don’t expect to see much con-
cern coming from the Boston camp.
The Bruins dropped the first two
games at Vancouver in the 2011 fi-
nals, and went on to take the series
in seven games.

OHSAA investigates recruiting
violations at Cardinal Mooney

YOUNGSTOWN — A
formal investigation is
currently under way by
the Ohio High School Ath-
letic Association in re-
gards to an assistant
football coach illegally try-
ing to recruit middle
school players to attend
Youngstown Cardinal

ment outlying allegations
made by the Struthers
school district against
Mooney. Due to the inves-
tigation and possible pun-
ishment, the coach, whose
name has not been re-
leased, has resigned his
position with the Cardi-
nals’ football staff.

“In our investigation,
this was one coach acting
alone,” said Randy Rair,
assistant superintendent
of the Diocese of
Youngstown schools. “Tt
wasn’t a systematic situa-
tion. This was a coach
going off on his own and
breaking the rules. Again,
once we found out, we
needed to turn it over to
the OHSAA.”

According to Rair, the
self-investigation began
roughly six weeks ago
when Struthers superin-
tendent Joseph Nohra no-
tified the Youngstown
Diocese of the allegations.
The allegations, which
were outlined by the
OHSAA in a press release,
stated two eighth graders
from Struthers Middle
School were hosted at a
dinner by a coach from
Mooney about their possi-
ble transfer to the school.

In addition, the press
release stated one of the
students involved has
been accepted to attend
Mooney High School,
while it has been alleged
that the other student
continues to receive text
messages from another
coach at Mooney.

The commissioner’s of-
fice has ruled that the two
students will be ineligible
for interscholastic athlet-
ics for one year from their

date of enrollment should
they choose to enroll in
and attend Mooney as
freshmen in 2013-14.
Penalties against Mooney
have not been applied,
pending completion of the
investigation.

Though those are the al-
legations set forth, Rair
argues some of unfounded
after the Diocese’s investi-
gation.

“One coach was accused
to text messaging a
Struthers player,” Rair
said. “We have found no
evidence of that. As far as
we're concerned, he hasn’t
done that and we think
that is unfounded.

“The other allegation
was that a coach took two
players and their families
to a meal. We found that
only one family went to
this meal, so only one of
the two was involved, the
other boy they don’t know
who he is, he wasn’t
there.”

In regards to the stu-
dent, Rair thinks the
OHSAA’s punishment
against him is unwar-
ranted.

“I'm disappointed in the
OHSAA cause I feel that
an adult, employee of
ours, was at fault, and that
the 14-year-old boy, who
doesn’t know what the
rules are, is the one being
punished. I'm disap-
pointed in that ruling,”
Rair said.

A call to OHSAA com-
missioner Dr. Daniel B.
Ross was unsuccessful.

This is not the first time
Mooney has been under
fire for possible recruit-
ment of players. At the be-
ginning of the 2012
football season, junior
football player Nick Bilas
fought in court for his
right to play for the Cardi-
nals after transferring to
the catholic school from
Poland.

While Mooney never
was under fire for recruit-
ing Bilas, Poland fought
that he should have to sit
out a year for transferring
to the school for athletic
reasons, which is per
OHSAA bylaw.

Most area schools will drop divisions
with new OHSAA football alignment

COLUMBUS — All but three

area football teams will be

dropping a division due to the
Ohio High School Athletic As-

sociation adding a seventh
tournament division.

Here is the list which divisions
area schools will compete in and
their boys enrollment in grades
9-11 for the recently completed

East Palestine, United and
Crestview will remain in Divi-
sion V, according to the divi-
sions approved by the OHSAA
Board of Directors on Thurs-
day.

They will still have to deal
with perennial state power
Youngstown Ursuline in their
region. Youngstown Mooney
will drop to Division IV.

The playoff schedule also was
approved Thursday. This fall,
Divisions II, III, IV and VI will
play their regional and state
semfinal games at 7:30 p.m.
Friday, while Divisions I, V and
VII will play at 7 p.m.

Rugs leave stains

Dear Heloise: Unsightly
YELLOW STAINS have ap-
peared on the off-white vinyl
tile in my bathroom where the
rugs had been. I got rid of the
rugs, but I cannot get rid of the
stains. Do you know of a
method or product I could use
to eliminate these stains with-
out ruining the finish on the
floor? — Kathleen W. in
Michigan

Sorry to say, Kathleen, there
isn't much you can do at this
point. The rubber backing on the rugs is the culprit.
Because vinyl and rubber don't mix, it creates a reac-
tion and causes the vinyl to actually turn yellow.

Also, other things can react and cause stains. Be
careful when placing items like flowerpots, rubber
wheels, anything made of plastic, etc., on a vinyl floor.

When buying rugs, look for tags labeled "nonstain-
ing rubber backing," or stay away from rubber-backed
rugs on vinyl or linoleum floors, as experts recom-
mend. — Heloise

TRAVEL HINT

Dear Heloise: Here are a few travel tips I find
helpful:

— Put your driver's license (identity card) in a plas-
tic cardholder, and wear it as a necklace so it's easily
available at the airport.

— After checking into a room, wipe down the TV re-
mote control.

— Carry a small flashlight to be kept at bedside.

— Save those perfume paper strips that are in mag-
azines and take them along rather than liquid.

During the
evening, [ went to retrieve an item from my handbag.
Carrie was with me, and mentioned she loved my
purse and then announced she was "stealing it." I real-
ized it wasn't a joke when she dumped the contents of
my bag on the kitchen counter in front of several fam-
ily members. She then handed me $10 and put my
purse in her car!

I was flabbergasted and didn't know how to react.
Although I had mentioned that I bought the bag at a
thrift store for less than Carrie gave me, I liked it be-
cause it is a vintage item. I don't think a replacement
will easily be found.

While I was always excited to see Carrie before, I am
now leery of seeing her again for fear of a repeat of
what she did. Am I wrong to feel offended? Do I have
any hope of getting my purse back? — STUPEFIED

DEAR STUPEFIED: Carrie's behavior was outra-
geous and may indicate that she has emotional prob-
lems that should be addressed. That you would be
offended is understandable. That you would be so
shocked you didn't immediately object is also under-
standable. The only hope of getting your purse back
would be to pay this woman a visit, return her money
and tell her it's time to return it. If you're up to the
challenge, she may agree. But don't count on it.

DEAR ABBY: I have been dating "Wayne" for
about a year. Everything is wonderful, but my problem
is he is stingy when it comes to issuing a compliment.
I'll get dressed up — makeup, hair, the whole thing —
and ask him what he thinks, and his response is al-
ways, "It's OK. You always look beautiful to me, so you
don't have to dress up."

Maybe I shouldn't complain about this, but some-
times I feel Wayne would say I looked good if I were
sick and vomiting into a toilet. It's not like I want him
to say I look awful; I just want more of a response than
what I'm getting. Any ideas on how to approach this?
— ALWAYS BEAUTIFUL? IN MINNESOTA

DEAR ALWAYS BEAUTIFUL: Yes. Approach
your boyfriend directly. Tell him there is something
you need from him that you're not getting — and that
is acknowledgment when you make a special effort.
Explain that while you're complimented that he thinks
you're always beautiful, you feel let down by his reac-
tion. If he cares about your feelings, he may be a little
more generous.

DEAR ABBY: How and when do I tell the guy I
just started seeing that I have bipolar disorder? I don't
want to make him think I'm crazy. On the other hand,
I really like him and hope our relationship will grow
into something more. I don't want to start it off with a
lie. — NOT REALLY CRAZY IN MASSACHU-
SETTS

DEAR NOT REALLY CRAZY: You shouldn't
start off a relationship with a lie. However, health in-
formation of any sort is personal, and it need not be
revealed until you become friendly enough that there
is a reason to know. Once you become good friends,
you should disclose any information that is pertinent,
including your diagnosis and the fact that it is being
managed.

Reducing salt eases high blood pressure

DEAR DR.
ROACH: I have type II
diabetes and high blood
pressure, which I gener-
ally keep below 130/80
with medication. My
doctor is concerned
about my salt intake.
When I pointed out that
my sodium level from a
recent blood test was in
the middle of the nor-
mal range, my doctor
stated that that was
something different. Can you explain why? —
G.A.

ANSWER: Sodium levels in the blood are
not affected by salt intake in people with nor-
mal kidneys and access to water. This is be-
cause sodium intake is balanced by increasing
water intake, so that the level of sodium in the
blood stays tightly regulated. It's why we get
thirsty after having a salty meal.

However, that extra salt and water in the
body puts stress on the blood vessels and raise
blood pressure. Most people have a small effect;
however, in some people, the blood-pressure ef-
fect of salt is quite pronounced. People with di-
abetes may be more likely to have a pronounced
blood pressure effect with salt intake.

Reducing your salt intake reduces your blood
pressure, and it probably reduces the risk of
heart disease and stroke. Recent evidence sug-
gests that even in people with normal blood
pressure, increased salt intake leads to a higher
risk of stroke. The major societies would rec-
ommend no more than 1.5 grams of salt per day
for someone who has been diagnosed diabetes
or high blood pressure.

DEAR DR. ROACH: I've been diagnosed
with Peyronie's disease and have had it for
more than a year with no relief from the prob-
lems that it has caused. The trauma that
caused the problem was minimal, and I didn't
think much of it at the time. My urologist sug-
gested vitamin E on a daily basis, but nothing
has happened that makes me think it's helping.
Is there a cure short of surgery? I'm 60 years

old and in fairly good health. I'd hate to think
that this will be with me forever. — A.

ANSWER: Peyronie's disease is caused by
scar tissue within the penis. It affects about 5
percent of men. Symptoms include penile pain,
curvature of the penis or difficulty with sexual
function. This can lead to psychological prob-
lems, including depression. The scar tissue can
usually be felt on exam, but it is not related to
cancer or to cholesterol plaques.

Medical treatments for Peyronie's disease in-
clude vitamin E — which by itself isn't helpful
for most men, but may be helpful in combina-
tion with another medication, colchicine. Pen-
toxifylline, another prescription medication,
has been useful for many men with Peyronie's.
However, the longer you have the condition, the
less likely the medication is to work.

DEAR DR. ROACH: This may be a bit on
the frivolous side, but I have long wondered
about it. On a cold winter's night, when I climb
into bed and my husband complains about my
cold hands or feet, my usual reply is, "Well,
they're just room temperature." Is this true?
Can I be colder than room temperature? —
J.C.

ANSWER: 1t is slightly frivolous, but that's
OK. Your hands and feet aren't actually room
temperature; they are warmer than that. It's
just that they are much colder than the skin of a
person in a warm bed, so they feel cold by con-
trast.
