May 30th 1970 — It was 2:30 p.m. in the little mining town of
Ticapampa, Peru when the Ancash earthquake shook Sefiora
Hutson’s world. In 42 seconds the whole city was gone. “Forty
two seconds may not be long on the clock, but it seemed like an
eternity,” Sefora said. My father thought the city was burning
because of the orange dust coming from the houses that were
reduced to rubble, Sefiora Hutson remarked. Her father had
reinforced the doorways in the house when it was built and the
family was found with a few scratches, but alive and well.

When assistance came from all around the world to help rebuild
the town, Sefiora met her future husband, Tom Hutson, who was
in the Peace Corps and volunteered to help the little town of
Ticapampa. They have been married 40 years and have two
children and three grandchildren.

Sefiora Hutson is very family orientated and that cultural practice
is what she misses most about Peru: she was surprised that most
families don't have meals together in the US. In Peruvian schools
students are dismissed to go home for lunch from 12:00 — 2:00
p.m. to eat with their families. Some other differences are
students are required to wear uniforms; in college there are no
athletic scholarships, it's based solely on academics; and in Peru,
athletes play for private clubs or sponsors, not school teams.

Sefora Hutson has always been close with her father. Her father
said, “The greatest inheritance | can give you is knowledge.”

Sefora Hutson said she had always wanted to be a teacher
since her mother was an educator. In Peru she taught for two
years and later continued her studies at Kent State University.
She has been teaching for 23 years, was an advisor for interact
and Spanish clubs and started the Senior Citizen Prom that
continues today. After pondering for a few moments, Sefiora said,
“My favorite part about teaching is watching the students gain
confidence in and out of the classroom.” She also enjoys visiting
with former students and likes to hear their accomplishments.

Her favorite parts of Salem, Ohio are the four seasons,
especially the snow; she had never experienced snow before
except seeing it on the mountain tops. Outside of teaching,
Sefora Hutson enjoys seafood fresh from the ocean, apple pie a
la mode, gardening, reading and doing crafts.

“I want to thank the yearbook staff for honoring me as the
Teacher of the Year. It is an honor and a beautiful memory that |
will cherish for a long, long time. jMuchas gracias! Buena suerte
to the seniors of 2014,” Sefiora Hutson said sincerely.
